Climate Change Impact Planaria Regeneration?”

As a sophomore at Ponte Vedra High 
School, Caroline Schwalbe was voted 
“Most Likely to be a Rockette.” Perhaps 
that’s not too surprising; Schwalbe has 
been dancing since her mother intro-
duced her to ballet when she was just 
three years old, and as a senior now at 
PVHS, she is captain of the school’s 
Splash Dance Team.

“I love dancing at football games and 
being able to cheer on our team,” 
Schwalbe said.

The team does much more than support 
other sports; it competes in its own 
events as well, traveling twice a year to 
Orlando, where 
regional and 
national compe-
titions are held.

“I like how it’s 
challenging and 
you can always 
work to better 
tricks,” she said 
of the chal-
lenge that dance 
poses. “The 
dance world 
is very competitive and you always 
have to keep working to improve your 
technique because in the dance world 
perfection doesn’t exist.”

On her own, Schwalbe has danced 
for the Make-A-Wish Foundation 
and raised money to grant a wish for 
a little girl who was having a heart 
transplant and who wanted to go to 
Disney. Whether it’s for charity or 
sport, Schwalbe is in perpetual motion, 
as unlike some sports that run for a 
designated season, dance consumes her 
schedule year round. She stays in shape 
by stretching daily outside of practices 
and rehearsals.

While dance has helped Schwalbe help 
others, it’s also taught her a few things 
about herself.

“I’ve learned the responsibilities that 
come with being a leader,” she said. “I 
am captain this year and it is important 

to stick to a schedule so we can 
use our time efficiently because 
we juggle performances for foot-
ball, basketball, sidelines, band 
cadences and pep rallies along 
with getting our competition 
dances ready, which are jazz and 
hip hop. It’s also about being a 
motivator when girls get tired or 
frustrated.”

She’s also learned the importance 
of preparation. Dancing in front 

of an audience can be nerve wracking, 
whether it’s in a pep rally or a national 
competition. Schwalbe deals with the 
pressure by taking comfort in her prepa-
ration and reassuring herself that she has 
practiced and knows the dance inside 
and out.

Ponte Vedra Beach is a long way from 
Radio City Music Hall, but perhaps 
Schwalbe’s classmates know what the 
future does hold for her. With her drive, 
talent and ambition, she may indeed 
realize her dream of high-stepping with 
the Rockettes.

The ink was barely dry on the Decla-
ration of Independence when disaster 
struck our fledgling Republic. British 
Regulars landed in Long Island and 
nearly destroyed George Washington 
and his Continental Army. The plan 
of battle was designed by General 
James Grant, the former governor of 
Florida who once owned and operated 
an indigo plantation in Ponte Vedra 
near Guana. Grant’s plan was flawless 
and sent the Americans reeling back 
to Manhattan.

American soldiers seeking to 
surrender were slaughtered by Hes-
sian troops. Later Washington would 
escape to New Jersey where Cornwal-
lis would chase him all the way across 
the state into Pennsylvania.

Many expected that 
neither would survive that first long, 
cold winter. 

What we now call the United States 
needed a miracle. Washington had 
with him some young lads from Cape 
Cod commanded by Colonel Glover. 
They called themselves “Glover’s 
Amphibians” and had already worked 
miracles. It was Glover’s men that 
ferried Washington and his army 
from Long Island to Manhattan, from 
Manhattan to New Jersey, and from 
New Jersey to Pennsylvania. Wash-
ington needed him again. The father 
of our country had an audacious 
plan. He would have Glover ferry 
his troops across the Delaware River 
and attack the Hessians quartered in 
Trenton on the day after Christmas. 
The code word that night was “vic-
tory or death.” Washington took the 
British by surprise, driving the Red 
Coats from New Jersey and saving the 
Revolution and his career.

‘Tis the Season

There is something about this holiday 
season leading into the New Year that 
fills us all with hope for a brighter fu-
ture. Everything seems possible. All of 
our dreams can come true. The prom-
ise of the New Year beckons us into a 
lustrous future. It has not always been 
obvious in the moment, but that future 
has always been brighter than anyone 
in the moment ever imagined. Seventy-
six years ago this December, the future 
did not look bright at all. The Japanese 
had just bombed Pearl Harbor and we 
were plunged into a war for which we 
were woefully unprepared. German 
submarines were already on the way 
to our shores to sink our ships and kill 
our sailors. It did not seem like a good 
time to invest in stocks, but it was.

Today, again, the future seems uncer-
tain. Will there be jobs? Will people be 
needed? Will we rip our nation, even 
our world, apart in a sea of acrimony? 
The answer is no. Our future is as 
bright today as it ever has been, pos-
sibly brighter. Civilization always ad-
vances. America always advances. One 
of the ways to measure that advance is 
by charting the advance of the stock 
market.

So. Christmas is done for another year. 
I truly hope you opened a present that 
you wanted. I did not. I had my eyes 
on that Salvator Mundi (“Savior of the 
World”) by Da Vinci. I don’t have a 
single Da Vinci on my walls.

I figured it would make a nice conver-
sation piece if I ever had a neighbor-
hood coffee klatch. I’d pour coffee and 
pass shortbread cookies.

“Have you seen my DaVinci? It’s in 
the family room near the TV. Come 

take a look,” I’d chat, airily pointing 
in the direction of where my favorite 
handyman had centered it over the 
fireplace.

Heck, it would be perfectly safe in 
my home. I mean, I do live in a gated 
community. The painting would have 
made a nice companion piece for my 
artwork from a fellow in Westport, 
Conn., who paints scenes of Nantuck-
et and Cape Cod. It’s decently framed.

The history of this painting is so 
complicated it makes the eyes blur. 
Ponte Vedra NewsLine would have to 
add an extra page to the newspaper if 
I’d written about it. The short version 
of the money trail is that DaVinci 
sold for $450.3 million on Nov. 15, 
2017 at a Christie’s auction. I’ve read 
that $50 million of that amount went 
toward “fees.” Is that like shipping and 
handling? 

The bidding war lasted 19 minutes. It’s 
a tiny fellow, this painting, only 15” 
x 17” and is 500 years young. It was 
owned by King Charles I and went 
missing for many years. At one point 
in the ‘50s a man picked it up for less 
than $200. (Did I get that right? Yes, 
I did.) He bought it for that paltry 
sum at an estate sale — well, as least it 
wasn’t at a yard sale. 

At another estate sale, jumping ahead 
to 2005, it sold for less than $10,000. 
Then in 2011 a Swiss art dealer 
bought it for $80 million. Now we’re 
talking serious money. That is its prov-
enance, more mundanely known as 
“history.” In 2013 it was sold for $75 
million to a Swiss dealer and later to a 
Russian collector for $127.5 million.

Prior to the sale this past year at 
Christie’s, it took six men four years to 
prove to the art world that it was legit. 
They used x-rays and infrared and 
ultraviolet technology. Perhaps they 
gave it a CT scan and MRI for good 
measure.

Scholars found that the painter used 
lapis lazuli, a rare blue pigment as 
expensive as gold back when Da Vinci 
was out and about. Blue is my favor-
ite color, the predominant one in my 
house. This painting is meant to be 
with me.

One art historian came up with this 
snarky comment “The composition 
is not a Da Vinci. It’s good studio 
work… but very damaged.” What a 
spoilsport. What a killjoy!

Oh well. I was looking forward to 
popping it gently off the wall one Sun-
day and nestling it in a cozy quilt in 
the back of my SUV. I’d lovingly drive 
it over to my church to let the folks 
have a look-see. 

The good news is my birthday is right 
around the corner so there’s still hope. 
Happy New Year everyone.

The beginning of the New Year around 
our parts typically signals the end of our 
fishing season and the beginning of our 
winter. Though Old Man Winter to our 
neighbors to the north is much longer 
and usually a lot colder, it still gets cold 
in these parts. The cooler temps around 
here do keep many folks from ventur-
ing onto the water and enjoying the 
outdoors — but it’s a great time of the 
year to get that 
maintenance done 
on your boat and 
trailer. 

To get started, do 
an assessment of 
your boat trailer by 
climbing around 
it to look for wear 
and tear. Bearings 
on the axle can be 
a game changer, so 
I would start there. 
Lube the axle bear-
ings or change them should you hear 
any grinding noise coming from the 
wheels when you move. Check the light 
wires to ensure there are no frayed edges 
that could cause a light failure. Check 
for worn or damaged trailer tires and 
in some cases look for nails or screws 
that have become lodged in the tires. 
Sometimes things get stuck in the tires 
that don’t cause it to deflate, but down 
the road will cause failure. Check for 
cracked light fixture lenses that will lead 

to failure or even an accident. Look for 
worn or damaged boat winch straps and 
replace them if necessary. Check your 
ball connection to the vehicle to ensure 
it’s not bent or damaged. I recently had 
the ball screw bend due to some rust that 
had degraded the actual hitch extension. 

Hop in the boat and check your screws 
by grabbing a screwdriver/ratchet wrench 

and checking to see 
if the screws/bolts 
are tight. Repeated 
bumping of waves 
and swells to the 
boat can loosen 
screws and bolts, 
which can lead to 
failure of some com-
ponents. Check your 
switches and pumps 
to ensure they are in 
good working order. 
Check your naviga-
tion lights to ensure 

they work properly. Change your engine 
oil, filters, and lube it with the factory 
recommended products. Crawl under the 
boat and look for spider cracks and dings 
that can take on water. Give the boat a 
good cleaning and open all the hatches 
to check for damage. A good wax will en-
sure prolonged life and ease of cleaning 
for future use. Replace worn and out of 
date flares, life jackets, and safety gear. 

If you are not qualified or don’t want to 

attempt these repairs, there a few repu-
table boat dealers like Atlantic Coast 
Marine locally that can do those repairs 
for you. Remember if you take care of 
your investment it will last longer. Have 
a Happy New Year.
