As the Mandarin Art Festival’s 50th an-
niversary approaches on Easter weekend, 
the early history of the event becomes of 
interest. Two of the festival’s founders, 
Vina Schemer and Rose-
mary McCorkle, 
shared their 
memories of 
the festival’s 
beginnings.

The concept 
for the art 
festival arose 
at a dinner at 
the home of Mem-
phis Woods in 1968, at-
tended by other Mandarin resident 
artists. Local artist Schemer suggested the 
Mandarin Community Club as the per-
fect location and Easter weekend as the 
perfect date — and the idea took root.

The event has always been credited to 
Judge Ed Westberry as founder and 
indeed, it would never have happened if 
he had not fully supported the idea as a 
means to attract interest, participants and 
some much needed funds to the Manda-
rin Community Club, where he served as 
president. But the impetus for the festival 
came 
from a 
small 
group 
of cul-
tural 
cre-
atives 
who 
want-
ed to attract 
attention to the quality of artists residing 
in still rural Mandarin, which was then 
known as an artists’ enclave. 

It wasn’t just these artists who made the 
first festival a success. Mandarin Commu-
nity Club board members of the period 
included Herb Peyton, Bill Mouro, and 

others who worked alongside Schemer 
and McCorkle to recruit workers and 
supplies to help build a successful first 
time event.

Though fewer than 20 
artists participated, 

the talent that 
comprised the 
inaugural 
Mandarin Art 
Festival was 
impressive and 

included:

Memphis Woods 
(1902 – 1989) had moved 

from Georgia to Jacksonville and be-
gan teaching art at Landon High School. 
Woods was herself a renowned artist — 
primarily in the medium of weaving — 
but also in painting, bronze and mixed 

media. Her works have been shown in 
many museums in the Southeast as well as 
the New York City Museum of Contem-
porary Crafts, the University of North 
Florida Library and commissioned works 
throughout Jacksonville. Woods was also 
one of the founders of the Jacksonville 
Art Museum (now Museum of Contem-
porary Art Jacksonville).

Charles “Charlie” Brown (1904 – 1987) 
was born in Mayport, but moved to Man-
darin Road at the age of 
two. Brown’s early work 
was in painting land-
scapes and still lifes. En-
couraged by his friend, 
Memphis Woods, Brown 
took a pottery class and 
the rest is history. He is 
internationally known for 
his raku-fired pottery in- cluding pots, 
jewelry, wall hangings and even Christmas 
ornaments, some of which were selected 
by Vice President Walter Mondale and 
his wife for the tree in their Washington 
residence. Today his work can be found 

in major 
collec-
tions 
includ-
ing the 
Smithso-
nian, the 
Johnson 
Wax 
Col-
lection, 
museums 
and 
countless 
homes, many in his beloved Mandarin. 

This year, one of the founders and first ex-
hibitors, Vina Schemer, will return as one 
of the festival’s judges. A potter and cera-
mist since 1962 and teacher since 1964, 
Schemer has been a 37-year member of 
the American Crafts Council Southeast 

Region and its Regional Director since 
1979. Her work has been featured in 
many publications and recognized in 
national shows and can be found in 
permanent collections at the University of 
Florida, the White House, the Contem-
porary Ceramics Museum in Grottaglie, 
Italy and others. 

Then and now, the Mandarin Art Festival 
is not to be missed. In 2018, the 
50th installment of the festival 
will host more than 100 local 
and nationally known artist ex-
hibitors, a Children’s Art Show 
representing 19 local schools, a 
locally sourced Green Market, 
live entertainment, food court 
and a bake sale.

tially selling JEA. My position is that we 
need to know all the information. Why 
would we sell, what its value is, what are 
we getting now and what are the benefits 
of selling? We would need to consider 
if, in the short term as well as the long 
term, there would be benefit to the 
citizens. Then, we should have a thought-
ful dialogue with all interested parties 
including the citizens of District 6. I have 
a general Town Hall meeting set for 6 
p.m. at the South Mandarin Library and 
we could discuss this at that time. I feel 
that depending on the price we could get, 
we should consider selling it, but only if 

it makes financial sense. One thing that 
should be considered in addition is if the 
city is getting a fair return at this point 
on JEA. That should definitely be part 
of the conversation. And if we do decide 
to sell it, I have introduced legislation to 
prevent the City Council from spending 
all the sale proceeds in one year.

Q: A big topic at this time (Feb. 15) has 
been the potential for privatizing JEA. Can 
you explain some potential pros and cons 
as you see them?
A: First of all, this is a very complex 
issue. JEA is the largest public utility in 
the country. I would say a pro for sell-
ing it is that the city would get out of 
the utility business — and as technol-
ogy becomes more advanced, the private 
sector may be better able to handle 
it. Also, we would get a big chunk of 
money from a sale. Conversely, we 
would be losing the franchise fee in lieu 
of taxes that the city receives from JEA, 
essentially an income stream to the city. 
In the event of a sale, once the chunk of 
money received is spent, it’s gone and 
we wouldn’t have the income stream. 

Q: The City Council would have to vote to 
sell JEA. Do you think there will be a vote 
coming any time soon?
A: No. I imagine we would probably 
have new council members by the time 
we would get to a vote. A number of 
entities are involved and details must be 
considered, but nothing would be done 
without transparency to the public. I 
believe the time may be fine for us to 

determine the value of JEA, but now we 
need to move on to other things. 

Q: Do you have an update on the second 
rollout of the human trafficking provisions, 
which state that hotels and motels 
must now also comply with signage 
requirements? 
A: In Duval County, 315 additional 
businesses have been identified as need-
ing to register and meet the human 
trafficking bill requirements. As of mid-
January, 135 businesses have registered 
and notifications are being sent to the 
remainder again this month.

Q: Do you have any update on the JTA 
Complete Streets Project?
A: This initiative will improve public 
access and mobility. Along Mandarin 
Road, underway are the construction 
of sidewalks and relocation of some 
utility lines. The next step is excavation 
for drainage swales and driveways. The 
project is slated for completion in April 
2018.

Q: Do you have any updates on the search 
for the new superintendent of schools?
A: The school board selected Hazard 
Young Attea Associates to head the 
superintendent search. There are a 
total of 10 community input meetings 
scheduled across the district, includ-
ing a meeting at Wolfson High School 
on March 5 at 6 p.m. All residents are 
invited to attend. The board intends to 
have a new superintendent in place by 
July.

Q: What is the latest on the potential 
implementation of a school zone in front 
of Twin Lakes Academy Elementary?
A: I am pleased to announce that two 
signs calling for a reduced speed have 
been erected near the entrance to the 
school and pavement markings along 
the road from the exit of the car loop 
have also been completed. These should 
help with student safety.

Q: Do you have any similar updates 
for student transportation safety in 
Mandarin?
A: Yes. I alerted Superintendent Patricia 
Willis about safety concerns at the bus 
stop located at Hartley and Hampton 

roads in Mandarin. She directed Leslee 
Russell, Director of Transportation to 
investigate and a transportation coordi-
nator was placed at the bus stop in late 
January to observe. The motor vehicle 
traffic was extremely heavy that morn-
ing, and based on this a bus stop was 
added at Hampton Road and Whalers 
Way for students living on the north 
side of Hartley Road — which means 
students no longer have to cross Hart-
ley Road to catch the bus. The new bus 
stop took effect on Jan. 31.

Q: It is legislative session and almost 
election season. Is there anything you 
would like parents to be aware of in this 
area?
A:  I would like to encourage the public 
to pay attention to the revisions being 
proposed by the Constitutional Revi-
sion Committee. These revisions will 
be on the upcoming ballot and have 
the potential to limit our representative 
government in the state of Florida and 
reduce local control on many issues.

Q: Do you have any other District 7 
updates?
A: I would like to congratulate Atlantic 
Coast art students Justin Luong, Trinity 
Roebuck, Roxanne Olesen, Jonathan 
Weiss, and Victoria Ross, who won the 
Wyland Foundation Mural Challenge. 
Their mural will be featured at Adven-
ture Landing.

GardeningSpring is in the air

As January came to a close, the weather 
was fairly seasonal, but we had two 

really cold spells. With luck and some 
protection many of your plants will have 
survived — even if their tops are looking 
bedraggled — so don’t give up on them 
and don’t prune them before they begin 
to flush out in spring. Clean up dead foli-
age of bulbs and gingers if you like, but 
leave any material that comes from below 
ground or from the neck of bulbs; we 
need to prevent water getting down into 
those bulbs and rhizomes, which would 
promote rot.

Now, in early February, I am thinking 
about a summer garden. (Unfortunately 
Hurricane Irma foiled my chances of a 
cool season garden, as we had no water for 
several months.) I’m looking forward to 
establishing some transplants in our raised 
beds and using my drip system again. As 
always, I’ll refer to the Florida Vegetable 
Gardening Guide (http://edis.ifas.ufl.edu/
vh021), and our county newsletter A New 
Leaf (http://sfyl.ifas.ufl.edu/media/sfyli-
fasufledu/duval/horticulture/homowner-
hort-pdfx27s/January---February-2018.
pdf ). Seed catalogs are a good source of 
information about new varieties, but take 
care to make sure they are suited to our 
region.

Since the last week in January, I’ve been 
seeing flocks of robins around town, and 
have had intriguing glimpses of winter 
visitors — those hard to identify pretty 
little warblers in particular. And I’m 
pretty sure my yard had a visit from either 
an immature or a female Baltimore oriole. 
In among the robins there may be some 
elegant cedar waxwings. Both species 
like fruit, and the (unfortunately rather 
weedy) Carolina cherry laurel is a favorite, 
as well as the loquat or Japanese plum. 
Loquat fruits are tasty for both humans 
and birds, but once a flock of cedar wax-
wings finds them there will be precious 
few left. One of the more recognizable 
warblers is the yellow-rumped warbler, an 
insect eater. They also love suet, and it’s

an ideal time to set this out when insects 
aren’t so readily available. You may con-
tinue feeding commercial suet throughout 
the year, which is rendered and bacteria 
free, but in our climate it doesn’t hold up 
well. It will attract woodpeckers, wrens, 
brown thrashers, and cardinals, to name 
just a few. 

Looking around town, camellias, spe-
cifically Camellia japonica varieties, have 
come into their own, their blooms bright-
ening up the somewhat somber evergreen 
shrubs. The early winter blooming types 
are Camellia sasanqua, and their flowers 
are equally beautiful. Ideally new plants 

should be installed November to Febru-
ary, but with care camellias can be estab-
lished in late spring. For details on culture 
and varieties, see http://edis.ifas.ufl.edu/
ep002. It won’t be long before our azaleas 
make a showing. The newer “Encore” 
varieties bloom in flushes throughout the 
year, although not always profusely, and 
are well worth considering. See http://
edis.ifas.ufl.edu/mg019 for culture and 
care, and brief descriptions of our native 
azaleas. Most native species, like the Flori-

da flame azalea (Rhododendron austrinum) 
are deciduous, and those with fragrant 
flowers make a particularly delightful 
contribution to the spring garden.

Redbuds (Cercis canadensis) have begun 
blooming, and the maples too, which 
are both good food sources for bees. The 
winter flowering tea olive (Osmanthus 
fragrans) is another potential food source, 
but I love it for the perfume alone. One 
grows near the corner of my house, and 
I intend to find something equally as 
scented for other areas of my yard. Pos-
sible contenders include the old fashioned 
banana shrub, Michelia (or Magnolia) 

figo, wild olive or devilwood, Osmanthus 
americanus, and sweetshrub, Calycanthus 
floridus (apparently “Michael Lindsey” 
is wonderfully fragrant and has beauti-
ful, shiny leaves, see http://edis.ifas.ufl.
edu/fp095). Scented perennials include 
butterfly ginger, dianthus, phlox, and 
moonflowers (Datura spp.). Yesterday-
today-and-tomorrow (Brunfelsia gran-
diflora) is a deciduous shrub to about 
six to eight feet. It is easy to grow and 
has attractive mid-green foliage, but the 
pretty lavender-fading-to-white flowers 
are powerfully scented, and, to me, it can 
be overpowering. 

Our average last frost date is around 
March 20, but that can depend on your 
own microclimate. Stay watchful, read 
the next March/April edition of A New 
Leaf (http://sfyl.ifas.ufl.edu/duval/new-
leaf-newsletter/) for those timely tips and 
information on upcoming Extension 
programs, and have a happy spring.

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Gifted students may 
excel in different areas

What does it mean to be gifted? There’s 
often a misconception about the label. 
By definition, gifted does not mean “easy 
to teach.” Students who are gifted may 
struggle in certain areas of school and ex-
cel in others. They might not even be “A” 
students. It does mean that a student has 
an advanced capacity to learn and apply 
knowledge in a particular area, whether 
it’s academic, artistic, athletic or social.

“We encourage our students to pursue 
their passions,” explains Caitlin O’Keefe, 
Director of Education and Curriculum at 
San Jose Episcopal Day School (SJEDS).

As Head of School, Lori Menger began 
a professional development initiative to 
provide faculty with hands-on training in 
differentiated instruction. For three years, 
SJEDS faculty worked with Dr. Christine 
Weber, Associate Professor of Child-
hood at the University of North Florida, 
an expert in differentiation and gifted 
instruction. The faculty has continued 
their gifted education professional de-
velopment through The Schultz Center, 
completing five courses on their own 
time, as a cost-effective way of providing 
high-quality training.

Kindergarten teacher Kathy Balek, who 
received her gifted endorsement in 2014, 
points out an example of how differenti-
ated learning has benefitted her students.

“I had a student who, during the first 
few weeks of school, demonstrated that 
he had already mastered kindergarten 
math skills,” she said. “Because I have 
the autonomy to tailor instruction in my 
classroom for each individual student, we 

spent his kindergarten year successfully 
working through the first grade math 
curriculum.”

The training also provided insight into 
the importance of creativity. Creative gift-
edness, which can often be overlooked, is 
just as powerful academic giftedness. Cre-
ativity can manifest itself in talent such 
as performing or fine arts or in creative 
thought such as humor.

“There are comedians in our society mak-
ing millions of dollars. Look at Jimmy 
Fallon,” said Menger. “People with that 
kind of gift might not have been the best 
math student or had the best science fair 
project, but there’s value in what they 
do.”

Creativity is an important tool for teach-
ers as well. 

“As teachers, we can’t let it go by the way-
side. The more creativity we use in class, 
the more the students will get out of it,” 
said sixth grade language arts teacher 
Shannon Nunley. 

“As a teacher, it is fulfilling to empower 
kids and help light that lifelong spark,” 
Menger said. “All that we’re doing, 
through differentiation and Think Tank, 
our school-wide enrichment program, 
provides real, authentic learning experi-
ences. And that sticks with kids better 
than multiple choice tests.”

Potato bread for 
Patty’s Day

Irish Potato Bread

Mix the mashed potatoes with the flour, mustard, salt, pepper, and herbs. Do this with 
a wooden spoon, not a food processor (otherwise, you’ll get a gluey mess). Work in the 
beaten egg to make a firm dough. If it is very soft and sticky, work in a little more flour.

Turn out the dough onto a floured work surface, flour your hands, then knead the dough 
once or twice to make a smooth ball. Divide the dough into eight equal portions and shape 
each one into a small cake, about 2 ½ inches across.

When ready to cook, heat a little butter in a large heavy skillet, preferably nonstick, and 
cook the breads over medium heat for about 7 minutes on each side, until they turn good 
golden brown and are slightly puffed. Serve immediately. 

Irish Potato Bread
(Makes 8/Serves 4)

St. Patrick’s Day might be more widely associated with pints of Guinness than Irish cuisine, 
but that does not mean revelers cannot indulge in some tasty food this March 17. Those 
with a day of celebration ahead may want to start their day off with this recipe for Irish 
Potato Bread from Linda Collister’s “Quick Breads” (Ryland, Peters & Small). The bread can 
be served alongside a pile of bacon and just-cooked eggs to make for a delicious, hearty 
breakfast.

1 ¾ cups smooth mashed potatoes (1 very 
large cooked potato or 2 medium)
¾ cup self-rising flour
¼ teaspoon powdered mustard
½ teaspoon sea salt
Several grinds of black pepper
1 tbsp. snipped chives or 2 tbsp. chopped 
parsley
1 extra-large egg, beaten
Butter for frying

We are finally into March and the fear 
of any more winter weather is begin-
ning to fade. In recent years we have 
been a little spoiled with mild winters 
with little rain. These patterns have 
helped contribute to the longer and 
more bountiful fishing seasons that we 
have recently experienced; however, due 
to this year’s colder and wetter winter 
weather, we can probably expect a more 
traditional fishing season similar to 
seasons past.

If you fish freshwater, then you know 
that March is traditionally the month 
you can count on most for largemouth 
bass fishing in our area of the state. 
Give or take a couple weeks on either 
side of March, bass fishing is at its best. 
During this time, bass are in a feed-
ing frenzy coming out of their winter 
doldrums and entering into pre-spawn, 
spawn and post spawn activities. This 
is usually the easiest time of year for 
anyone to catch the sometimes tricky 
largemouth with artificial and live baits. 

Following a colder winter, March is the 
month you can expect warmer tem-
peratures to become more consistent. 
In saltwater, especially at the beach, 
some of the best surf fishing of the year 
is brought on by warmer ocean tem-
peratures as a variety of fish begin their 
spring migrations. Bluefish and whiting 
are the most prominent of species early 
on, followed by pompano and others as 

the water continues to warm. As always, 
shrimp, sand fleas, and cut bait should 
be your baits of choice in the surf.

If you ever wanted to catch the re-
ally big black drum, then once again, 
March is the month to count on when 
following a traditional fishing season. 
Fishing the deeper holes in the Intra-
coastal or the northern end of the St. 
Johns River, drum exceeding 30 or 40 
pounds are not uncommon. Blue crabs, 
clams, and cut fish make the best baits.

In our local area of the river, March is 
the month we can usually expect the 
return of many saltwater fish that had 
left for the winter. Smaller, but tastier 
croaker should appear first, with reds 
and speckled trout following shortly 
behind. Following a colder winter, these 
and other fish may be easier to locate 
early on by fishing waters north of the 
Buckman and closer to town. Cut fish 
and dead shrimp for bait will usually let 
you know what’s biting pretty quick.

Fishing Report: Largemouth bass is 
easily the best bet for freshwater at 
this time year. Whiting bite should be 
strong at the beach and easily worth a 
try while working on the early stages for 
that new sun tan for 2018.

Whether you catch one, some, or none, 
the family time spent fishing will last a 
lifetime. 

According to Florida Fish and Wildlife 
Conservation Commission statistics, 
Duval County was #11 in boating ac-
cidents in 2016 for the State of Florida. 
Florida leads the nation with 931,450 
registered boats in 2016. Of these reg-
istered vessels, 741 reportable accidents 
occurred with 421 resulting in injury. 
These accidents cost $10,052,495 in 
damages and 67 lives. Duval County, 
while having no fatalities, had 18 
reportable accidents and nine injuries. 
The total damage in Duval County 
was $106,700. The statistics also show 
that the most fatalities were men aged 
51 or older, more than half had more 
than 100 hours of experience operat-
ing a boat, 72 percent could swim, 93 
percent were residents of Florida, 82 
percent had no flotation device, and 70 
percent had no boating education. 

Flotilla 14-8 of the Coast Guard Aux-
iliary is here to provide the members 
of the boating public free vessel safety 
checks and provide safe boating courses.

Visiting the September 11 Museum 
in New York City is worth the mental 
and emotional preparation required to 
relive the horrific events of that day. 
The visit offers compelling stories of the 
nearly 3,000 who died and those whose 
heroism saved others.

The National 
September 11 
Memorials and 
Museum hon-
ors victims of 
terror attacks 
at the World 
Trade Center and 
Pentagon, the 
plane crash near 
Shanksville, Pa., 
and the Febru-
ary 1993 World 
Trade Center 
bombing that 
killed six. 

The approach 
brings you past 
twin reflecting pools called “Reflect-
ing Absence.” Spanning nearly an acre 
each, they feature North America’s larg-
est manmade waterfalls. The borders of 
the pools mark the Towers’ footprints, 
and each victim’s name is engraved on 
the border. Cascading water drops from 
street level, vanishing down holes in 
the center — no bottom visible. The 
effect overwhelms. Is it the absence of 
the towers or the waterfalls recalling the 
whole country’s tears? 

Visitors enter the museum through a 
ground-level glass building with secu-
rity screening. An original steel beam 
from the once-sky-scraping Towers 
dominates the descent to today’s under-
ground architectural wonder. Robert 
De Niro narrates an informative audio 
tour, with guided group tours and an 
app also available. 

The museum’s three exhibition sections 
tell stories of the days before, of, and 
after 9/11.

Survivors Staircase

A memorial area commemorates the 
lives of the perished. The floor-to-ceil-
ing photos, one for each victim, lining 
a large room make the experience deep-
ly personal. The faces alone compel, 
typing in a name at a console brings 
heart-wrenching information from the 
victim’s family. The center of this space 

holds a smaller 
room lined 
with benches. A 
transparent glass 
floor shows the 
original ground 
beneath. This 
haunting room 
remains dark, 
adding to the 
impact of hear-
ing each victim’s 
name read aloud 
and projected 
onto the wall. 

A theater offers 
a multi-screen 

film experience, aptly titled “Rebirth 
at Ground Zero.” Time-lapse footage 
follows the transformation and renewal 
of the World Trade Center site. The 
painful beginning pictures flag-draped 
coffins being removed from Ground 
Zero rubble as workers stand by with 
quiet reverence. The following tran-
sition, showing steadily advancing 
work on the new structures, evoke the 
indomitable will of a great city, and the 
ultimate triumph of a whole nation’s 
spirit over the catastrophe.

Leaving this area brings one past “Sur-
vivor’s Staircase,” placed in the museum 
at their request. This concrete stairway 
once sat outside, offering a lifesaver for 
thousands exiting before the collapse.

Another room offers an extended 9/11 
timeline. A well-placed warning outside 
tells visitors of the poignant, graphic 
videos and rescued mementos inside. 
Disturbing but profoundly connecting, 
live footage and answering-machine 

messages speak the pain of friends and 
family on and after from that terrible 
day. The many barely recognizable 
dust-covered fragments of office items, 
artwork, and personal possessions offer 
a shroud over what ended for so many 
that day. 

An area not open to visitors holds the 
unidentifiable remains of 9/11 dead — 
making it the only graveyard many have 
for lost loved-ones.

The museum shop, a must at historic 
sites, seemed out of place here. Books 
about the event appealed, but sweat-
shirts?

The 9/11 Museum generates contro-
versy, but large numbers of visitors 
show how strong the need for those 
who watched shocked and mesmerized 
as those towers fell on national TV is 
to connect with the place and in some 
way, the victims, and the heroes.

If you go: The cost for adults is $24, 
but a CityPASS package saves money 
when touring other sites in NYC. The 
audio guide was an additional $7.
