Over the years, 
CISV (Children’s 
International Sum-
mer Villages) has 
become a worldwide 
movement work-
ing toward peace 
and intercultural 
cooperation and 
understanding. The 
St. Johns County 
chapter is thriving 
and continues to 
have an impact on 
local students and 
families. 

The CISV orga-
nization works to 
educate and inspire 
thousands of children and young people, 
empowering them to achieve their full 
potential and to play an active role in 
creating a better world.

In the 1940s, Dr. Doris Allen, a child 
psychologist, developed the idea of an 
organization that would foster inter-
cultural understanding and friendships 
as an essential step toward peace. Allen 
believed that by creating opportunities 

for children of different cultures to come 
together to learn about each other and 
make friends, they would grow up to 
become ambassadors for a more peaceful 
world.

The first Village program was held in 
1951 and it brought together young 
people from Austria, Britain, Denmark, 
France, Germany, Mexico, Norway, 
Sweden and the USA. CISV Villages 
bring 11-year-olds together to learn 
from each other and the world around

them. The children enjoy games and 
activities built around culture and trust. 
Children with disabilities work together 
to form close bonds. Stereotypes and 
segregation discussions provide a power-
ful learning experience for the children 
as well. Each delegation has two boys 
and two girls, accompanied by an adult 
leader.

The camp is coordinated by adult staff, 
supported by Junior Counsellors, aged 
16 – 17 years. Over time, CISV volun-
teers have organized more than 7,000 

international educational programs for 
approximately 300,000 participants.

“In addition to our summer program, 
we have winter camps that are open 
to the public. Monthly activities are 
organized by our Junior Branch and 
that helps to build leadership skills in 
our young volunteers. We also have a 

mini camp over Labor Day 
weekend,” CISV President 
Lisa Taylor said. 

Interchange is another 
outreach program of CISV. 
While based on the same 
educational principles as 
CISV’s camp-based pro-
grams, Interchange encour-
ages a deeper bond between 
two cultures by placing 
young people within fami-
lies. The two way family 
exchange program is for 
12 – 15 year olds and each 
exchange lasts between 14 
and 28 days. Interchange is 
carried out into two phases. 
A child joins a delegation 

that visits another country and is hosted 
there by a CISV family. Then in return 
the opposite family will host a child via 
the delegation from the country their 
child visited.

Volunteers are the most crucial part of 
the success of CISV. 

“I enjoy seeing the kids grow and thrive 
after experiencing CISV. Interchange has 
taught me a lot and I just want to give 
back. It’s such a diverse group of kids 
and it’s great to see how they really hit it 
off with each other and become life-
long friends,” Florida State University 
sophomore and St. Johns County CISV 
volunteer Will Taylor said.

It’s summer and there has been a lot of 
rain this year. And according to Molly 
Clark, Education Specialist for the An-
astasia Mosquito Control District, this is 
the department’s busiest time of year — 
except for after hurricanes.The Anastasia 
Mosquito Control District is an inde-
pendently funded district with elected 
commissioners who oversee financial 

decisions. The director,  Dr. Rui-De 
Xue, oversees a staff of approximately 25 
full time employees, including biologists 
and mosquito control technicians. Clark 
said the majority of the employees are 
the technicians, who spend their time in-
teracting with the public, treating stand-
ing water in communities for larvae and 
fogging for mosquitoes in the evening 
and night as needed.

The state of Florida oversees all the state’s 
mosquito control districts and directs 
when they are or are not permitted to 
spray as well as the types of chemicals 
used. Clark said the Anastasia Mosquito 
Control District has no set schedule to 
spray areas in the county, since the state 
requires justification, or certain criteria, 
to be present first. The district relies 
on service requests from community

Your Vote Counts Elections ahead

The Aug. 28 Primary Election is open to 
all registered voters in St. Johns County. 
Early voting ends Saturday, Aug. 25 at 6 
p.m., so your next opportunity to vote is 
Tuesday, Aug. 28. On Election Day, polls 
will be open 7 a.m. – 7 p.m.

Unsure of where to vote or who will be 
on your ballot? Visit www.votesjc.com 
and use the My Voter Status to check 
your voter record. Once you put in your 
information and bring up your record, 
you will be able to locate your assigned 
polling place. You can also view and 
print your sample ballot.

On Election Day, the law requires voters 
to vote in the precinct based on their 
residence address. If you have moved, 
just give us a call. We can take your 
address change by phone, update your 
record and route you to the correct poll-
ing place. This can be a real time saver! 
Arrive at your correct polling place the 
first time. Be sure to bring photo and sig-
nature ID with you when you vote.

Within the 
mailing, property owners will receive a 
copy of the State of Florida Taxpayer’s 
Bill of Rights and a list of exemptions in 
addition to the TRIM notice.

Q: What will the TRIM notice contain?
A: The TRIM notice shows the market 
value, the assessed value and the taxable 
value of your property for 2017 and 
proposed for 2018. It will also show any 
exemptions for the property. The taxes 
are listed by taxable authority and will 
show what the taxes would be if the 
county made no changes to the budget. 
This is called the “rollback rate,” essen-
tially what your taxes would be this year 
to allow the county to collect the same 
amount of money as last year. TRIM 
will also show the proposed taxes if the 
proposed budget is passed; this is what 
would be on the tax bill.

Q: What if people would like more 
information about the individual taxing 
authorities?
A: The TRIM notice also contains the 
date and time of the budget hearing for 
each of the taxing authorities, so prop-
erty owners can attend to learn more.

Q: What should property owners do if they 
disagree with the value assessed by your 
office?
A: When the TRIM notice is mailed, 
a 25-day clock starts. If the taxpayer 
has any discrepancy with the Property 
Appraiser’s Office, they should contact 
us to discuss. If we can’t come to agree-
ment, the taxpayer can file an appeal 
with the Value Adjustment Board. It is 
very important to do this within the 25-
day window, because if not, a taxpayer 
will lose his or her right to appeal.

Acres of Diamonds

Sometimes, we find inspiration in the 
place we least expect. This is a story that 
my father used to tell and which I will 
now share with you. It is a story about 
two men, Russell Conwell and Johnny 
Ring. Russell Conwell did not believe 
in God. He was proud of his lack of 
faith. In 1862, before he could gradu-
ate from Yale, he enlisted in the Union 
Army. The townsfolk from his little 
town in Massachusetts sent him off to 
fight with a beautiful ceremonial sword. 
Captain Conwell was even prouder of 
that sword than he was of his atheism. 

In camp, Conwell was assigned an or-
derly named John Quincey Ring. Ring 
would stay with Conwell for most of 
the war. One of his jobs was to care for 
the captain’s prized sword. Ring would 
polish and oil it and keep it safe. Some 
say that Ring was a Quaker. He was 
almost certainly an early conscientious 
objector. He refused to fight. Every 
night, Johnny Ring read his Bible and 
he prayed. He prayed for his country, 
his family, his comrades, and his com-
mander. This behavior irritated Conwell 
and he expressly forbade Ring’s prayers. 
At one point, it is said that Conwell 
even took the young man’s Bible away! 
But, Johnny Ring answered to a higher 
authority and he prayed continuously 
for his commander’s redemption.

One day, the Confederates overran the 
Union camp. Conwell and his men fled 
across a bridge which they set aflame. 
Ring, remembering the sword, ran 
back into enemy fire to retrieve the 
precious symbol of his captain’s honor. 
He returned to Conwell clutching the 
sword in his hands. His body was badly 
burned, and he collapsed exhaling his 
final breath as he laid the sword at Con-
well’s feet.

Shortly thereafter, Conwell was badly 
injured near Atlanta. He spent months 
in a military hospital recovering. It was 
during his recuperation that Conwell 
found God. Remembering Ring’s sac-
rifice, he prayed daily, promising that 
if he recovered he would accomplish 
the work of two men: Johnny Ring 
and himself. After the war, he became a 
Baptist minister. He moved to Phila-
delphia, where he started a school he 
called the Temple. That school became 
Temple University. The school of theol-
ogy at Temple was named the Conwell 
School of Theology. In fact, we have 
one here in Jacksonville: The Gordon-
Conwell School of Theology.

Russell Conwell was one of this nation’s 
first motivational speakers. His most 
famous work was a speech called “Acres 
of Diamonds.” The essence of that 
speech is that you can travel the world 
looking for fame, fortune, or purpose 
only to find what you are looking for 
in your own backyard. Conwell would 
give the speech 6,152 times before his 
death in 1925. 

Investments often work like this as 
well. Over and over, I see investors 
looking for the next great idea like it 
was some sort of pot of gold at the end 
of the rainbow. The reality is that most 
of the really good investments you will 
make in your lifetime are right there 
in front of you, in your own backyard. 
Great American companies that we all 
know and love. Look for great compa-
nies at a reasonable price. As Warren 
Buffet says, “It’s far better to buy a 
wonderful company at a fair price than 
a fair company at a wonderful price.”

If you are, or will be, a caregiver for 
elderly parents or another close family 
member living with Alzheimer’s disease, 
you may experience some emotional 
stress — but you also need to be aware of 
the financial issues involved and what ac-
tions you can take to help address them.

You will find few “off the rack” solutions 
for dealing with the financial challenges 
associated with Alzheimer’s. For one 
thing, family situations can vary greatly, 
both in terms of the financial resources 
available and in the availability and 
capabilities of potential caregivers. Fur-
thermore, depending on the stage of the 
disease, people living with Alzheimer’s 
may have a range of cognitive abilities, 
which will affect the level of care needed.

Here are some general suggestions that 
may be useful to you in your role as 
caregiver:

• Consult with family members and close 
friends. It’s extremely hard to be a solo 
caregiver. By consulting with other family 
members or close friends, you may find 
that some of them have the time and 
ability to help.

• Consider obtaining durable power of 
attorney. If you possess a durable power 
of attorney for finances, you can make 
financial decisions for the person with 
Alzheimer’s when he or she is no longer 
able. With this authority, you can help 
the individual living with the disease — 
and your entire family — avoid court 
actions that can take away control of 
financial affairs. And on a short-term 
basis, having durable power of attor-
ney can help you take additional steps 
if needed. You’ll find it much easier to 
acquire durable power of attorney when

the individual living with Alzheimer’s is 
still in the early stage of the disease and 
can willingly and knowingly grant you 
this authority. 

• Gather all necessary documents. You’ll 
be in a better position to help the indi-
vidual living with Alzheimer’s if you have 
all the important financial documents — 
bank statements, insurance policies, wills, 
Social Security payment information, 
deeds, etc. — in one place.

• Get professional help. You may want to 
consult with an attorney, who can advise 
you on establishing appropriate arrange-
ments, such as a living trust, which pro-
vides instructions about the estate of the 
person for whom you’re providing care 
and names a trustee to hold title to prop-
erty and funds for the beneficiaries. You 
also might want to meet with a financial 
advisor, who can help identify potential 
resources and money-saving services. And 
a tax professional may be able to help you 
find tax deductions connected to your 
role as caregiver. Finally, use your experi-
ence as a caregiver to remind yourself of 
the importance of planning for your own 
needs. For example, a financial profes-
sional can suggest ways of preparing 
for the potentially huge costs of long-
term care, such as those arising from an 
extended stay in a nursing home. Caring 
for an individual living with Alzheimer’s 
has its challenges. But by taking the ap-
propriate steps, you can reduce uncer-
tainties — and possibly give yourself and 
your family members a greater sense of 
security and control.

Here are answers to questions we received this month:

Q: Is Panera Bread is still going in next to Bogey Grill on A1A?
Q: We reached out to Casey Keough, a planner with the St. Johns County 
Growth Management Planning and Zoning division, who said, “The Panera 
Bread that is to be developed in the Ponte Vedra Point Shopping Center sub-
mitted for a Major Modification on Dec. 18, 2017 (MAJMOD 2017-26). On 
June 19, 2018, the Board of County Commissioners voted 5-0 to approve the 
requested modification, which allowed for increased square footage on the site 
to accommodate the restaurant as well as various waivers to the Palm Valley 
Overlay District Architectural Criteria (roof lines, signage, etc.). On June 28, 
2018, Commercial Plans were received for staff review (COMM 2018-58); 
the initial review has been completed by staff and comments were sent to the 
applicant on the morning of July 17, 2018. The companion Coastal Corridor 
Overlay District Application (ARCCC 2017-35) has already received approval 
by the Palm Valley Architectural Review Committee. Once all comments have 
been addressed for the COMM application, the plans will be released and the 
applicant will be able to submit for a Building Permit.”

Q: What is being built on the TPC Sawgrass parking lots?
A: We reached out to Kirsten Sabia, vice president of Integrated Communica-
tionfor the PGA TOUR. She said, “This will be the new global home for the 
PGA TOUR.”

Q: What is being built at the end of Canal Boulevard on Roscoe? A retainer wall was 
built along with a bridge then all work stopped.
A: According to Casey Keough, a planner with the St. Johns County Growth 
Management Planning and Zoning Division, a retaining wall does appear to 
have been constructed and the work since stopped on this residential property. 
“We do not have any further records of construction intended for that property 
at this time,” Keough said.

The Sheriff Reports By St. Johns County Sheriff David B. Shoar

Every day many citizens come in con-
tact with deputy sheriffs for a variety of 
reasons, from a routine traffic stop to 
an active investigation. Our deputies 
and other law enforcement officers are 
trained to do so safely, efficiently as well 
as effectively; however, problems could 
occur when citizens are not sure how 
to react and respond when approached 
by an officer. This lack of knowledge 
could result in fear, nervousness, anger, 
or even aggressive behavior on the part 
of the citizen, as well as the officer. It is 
my hope that the information gained 
here will assist you when dealing with 
any law enforcement officer.

Let’s begin by asking the question why 
would an officer want to stop and speak 
with me? The officer or deputy could 
be checking out a complaint that was 
phoned in by another citizen. There 
could be a report of some criminal 
activity which occurred in the area or 
you may have witnessed something that 
could provide valuable information in 
an investigation. Perhaps your actions 
could cause the deputy to think you 
are having trouble and need assistance. 
The best way to clarify the situation is 
to ask questions. Remember that some 
of their conversations are not necessar-
ily investigative, but a potential conflict 
could be alleviated by your cooperative 
dialogue.

If a deputy does stop and ask questions, 
your honest responses will usually 
resolve the situation quickly. If the 
officer hasn’t told you why you have 
been stopped, you have every right 
to inquire. If despite these consider-
ations, you feel that you do not want to 
respond, the deputy must respect your 
right not to answer. Remember though, 
your cooperation could be most helpful 
in aiding in a criminal investigation.

Another common occurrence is the 
traffic stop, which could be for an 

infraction, for a safety violation, or the 
vehicle or driver matches a description 
of a suspect of a recent crime. Here are 
some suggestions that could alleviate 
some concerns of an officer at a traffic 
stop:

When signaled by a deputy, slow down 
and safely pull over to a place out of 
the traffic flow. Sit calmly, with your 
hands visible on the steering wheel. 
If you have any passengers, ask them 
to sit quietly with their hands visible. 
Avoid sudden movements or ducking 
in the seat; these actions could unnec-
essarily alarm the officer. If the stop is 
at night, turn on your inside light after 
pulling over and roll down any tinted 
windows. For safety reasons, the officer 
would want to see inside and ensure 
no threats are present. Do not get out 
of your car unless the officer or deputy 
asks that you step out. If you are asked 
to do so, comply in a calm manner. A 
sure way to put a deputy at ease is to 
communicate your actions in advance 
by telling him or her what you will be 
doing before you move. If requested, 
you must give the deputy your driver’s 
license and vehicle registration. Be 
sure to tell the officer where it is before 
reaching for it, especially if you have it 
tucked away in a glove box.

Finally, if you are issued a citation, you 
will be asked to sign it. Remember, 
signing the citation is not an admission 
of guilt, but an acknowledgement that 
you have received the citation. While 
you may wish to contest the ticket, 
keep in mind that your guilt or inno-
cence can only be determined in court. 
Protests about the situation cannot be 
resolved in the street.

Beachwalk cel-
ebrated a major 
milestone in July 
when developer 
John Kinsey emp-
tied the last gallon 
of water into the 
new community’s 
14-acre crystal-
clear lagoon. The 
lagoon, a Crystal 
Lagoons® ame-
nity, contains 37 
million gallons of 
water and serves 
as the anchor for 
Beachwalk, bring-
ing a little bit of 
the Caribbean to 
Northeast Florida.

“Some said it wouldn’t happen,” said 
Kinsey of the largest man-made lagoon 
in the country. “I think today, with the 
filling of the lagoon, we have silenced 
the doubters. There’s nothing else like it 
in Northeast Florida.”

Set against a white lining, the lagoon 
has taken on the natural turquoise hue 
that will deepen to a “Caribbean” blue. 
The sparkling waters are surrounded by 
a 100-foot white-sand beach with wavy 
palms and winding footpaths.

Beachwalk is part of the New Twin 
Creeks Planned Unit Development, a 
designated 3,000-acre Development 
of Regional Impact on both sides of 
County Road 210 across U.S. 1 from 
the western border of Nocatee. Kinsey’s 
group has owned the site for 13 years.

The community features a Caribbean, 
Key West and West Indies style — 
metal-roof homes, Bermuda grass, and 
every type of palm tree that will grow 
well in North Florida. In addition to 
the lagoon, Beachwalk will feature water 

slides, a miniature golf course and a 
2,500 square-foot splash park for dogs. 
A planned clubhouse has been styled af-
ter one seen at a multi-billion-dollar Ca-
ribbean beach and golf resort. Residents 
will be able to swim, paddle kayaks, or 
stroll along a boardwalk.

“The whole community really is walk-
able,” Kinsey said. “You really can walk 
to the beach.”

Beachwalk will have nearly 800 homes 
at build-out. Construction at Beachwalk 
includes single-family homes and twin 
villas on the lagoon by homebuilders 
Americrest Luxury Homes, Lennar and 
Vintage Estate Homes.

The developer is investing $35 million 
to widen County Road 210 from two to 
six lanes and provided two school sites 
to the St. Johns County School District. 
Of Beachwalk’s 1,200 acres, 500 are set 
aside for preserve.

The student count for the St. Johns 
County School District on day two, 
August 13, was 38,995, an increase of 
1,656 students or 4.43 percent over last 
year’s second day number of 37,339. 
St. Johns County continues to be one 
of the fastest growing school districts in 
the state.

The high school student count was 
12,102 with 2,616 students at Bartram 
Trail High School; 2,255 at Creekside 
High School; 1,252 at Pedro Menendez 
High School; 2,521 at Allen D. Nease 
High School; 1,767 at Ponte Vedra 
High School and 1,691 at St. Augustine 
High School. There were also 275 stu-
dents in attendance at St. Johns Techni-
cal High School.

Middle school attendance totaled 7,468, 
with student headcounts ranging from 
690 at Sebastian Middle School to 
1,431 at Pacetti Bay Middle School. 
The other second day figures were Alice 
B. Landrum Middle School with 1,214; 
Fruit Cove Middle School with 1,234; 
R. J. Murray Middle School with 710; 
Gamble Rogers Middle School with 887 
and Switzerland Point Middle School 
with 1,302.

The district’s K-8 schools totaled 7,282. 
Liberty Pines Academy had a second 
day headcount of 1,514; Patriot Oaks 

Academy with 1,370 and Valley Ridge 
Academy with 1,343. Two new K-8 
schools also opened this year; Freedom 
Crossing Academy with 949 and Palm 
Valley Academy with 1,188. Mill Creek 
Elementary transitioned to Mill Creek 
Academy over the summer and had a 
headcount of 918; these three schools 
all opened this school year as K-6 
schools with plans to add seventh and 
eighth grades in subsequent years.

The elementary school population to-
taled 11,449. This count only includes 
approximately 50 percent of all kinder-
garten students since schools stagger the 
kindergarten start date over a four-day 
period. 

“The hard work and dedication from 
administration, teachers and support 
staff to make opening day and the days 
that follow the very best resulted in hap-
py students eager to learn and greeting 
their friends,” said Superintendent Tim 
Forson. “I am so proud of our students 
and staff and it is wonderful to be out 
in the schools to share in welcoming our 
students this year.”

St. Johns County School District staff 
will continue to monitor attendance 
numbers, balance classrooms and refine 
bus routes throughout the coming 
weeks.

If you are a parishioner at Nocatee’s 
Saint John Paul II Catholic church, 
you’ve seen Janice Cushman lead-
ing a choir and serving as Cantor at 
Sunday services. As a local resident 
she is often recognized and greeted 
by congregation members while 
shopping at Publix, dining out at 
M Shack, and relaxing at the Splash 
Park. 

She and her family relocated from 
Pittsburgh four years ago, when hus-
band Ron took a new job with CSX. 
She works as a guidance counselor 
at Pedro Menendez High School in 
St. Augustine and is the mother of 
two teens in the St. Johns County 
School District. Advising and coach-
ing young clients is close to her heart 
as she has always valued the helping 
profession; however, music and song 
may be closest to her soul. 

As one of five children raised in 
modest means, Cushman showed a 
strong personal drive to succeed. An 
aggressive early move was enlist-
ing in the U.S. Air Force after high 
school, serving four years. Her GI 
Bill benefits, supplemented with 
part time jobs, loans, and music 
scholarships, enabled her to earn a 
bachelor’s degree from Florida State 
University. She later followed up 
with a Masters in School Counsel-
ing. While not a Florida native, she 
was familiar with the state from be-
ing stationed here while serving. 

Q: Tell us about your time 
with the Air Force.
A: Those years helped me 
grow up fast. I had a terrific oppor-
tunity to audition and be selected to 
become a member of the Air Force’s 
touring performance ensemble, Tops In 
Blue. Composed of more than 30 vocal-
ists, dancers, musicians and technicians, 
our group performed an average of 120 
performances a year at more than 100 
base locations worldwide. Besides sing-
ing, I had to be in top physical shape 
since we were our own roadies. We 
would spend hours unloading 50,000 
pounds of equipment from two truck 
trailers, set up our stage, perform, then 
tear everything down the same day. One 
precious memoir is a photo of me and 
Bob Hope, the military’s most revered 
entertainer.

Q: With a full time job as a school 
counselor, choir leader, and mother of two 
teens is there any time left over?
A: There’s always time for music and 
singing. Just ask my husband about my 
(sometimes annoying) habit of loudly 
breaking out in song as we ride in the 
car when the radio plays a favorite 
song. On the home front it’s great fun 
doing Karaoke with neighborhood 
friends. Professionally, I frequently sing 
at celebrations marking life’s starts and 
ends … weddings and funerals. Many 
of my fondest memories come from 10 
years as a wedding singer, both as a solo 
performer and with a Pittsburgh area 
group called “Night Life.” I recall abso-
lute crazy times at weddings; working 

with hungover drummers, putting up 
with stage crashing guests grabbing the 
mic, and occasionally impersonating 
celebrities like Lady Gaga. 

Q: What does the future hold?
A: Three wishes come to mind. One 
involves travel. Having experienced a 
wider world while touring with the Air 
Force I want to expose our children to 
some of this planet’s exciting places. 
Ron and I have a bucket list of sights 
to see. Another desire is to explore 
acting in theater. I’ve performed as a 
singer all my life and am comfortable 
being on stage, but I’ve never acted per 
se. In my younger years I had dreams 
of singing on Broadway or perhaps in 
opera, but life took a different turn. 
Performing allows a person to tem-
porarily become someone else while 
staying in their own skin. It’s a liberat-
ing feeling. I’m beginning to research 
the local theater scene to see what’s out 
there. Lastly, we are truly beach people 
and someday would like to live on or 
near the ocean. That one is a longer 
range goal. 

members, the observation of technicians, 
and data accumulated by 33 traps set 
weekly all around the county to detect the 
presence of mosquitoes before spraying an 
area.

“One thing to keep in mind is that as long 
as you see the green and white flashing 
lights on one of our trucks going through 
your neighborhood, chemicals are being 
dispensed,” Clark said. “You just won’t see 
the big plume behind the truck because of 
improvements in the chemicals we use and 
how they are dispersed.”

But the Anastasia Mosquito Control 
District does more than just fog and spray 
for existing larvae and mosquitoes. The 
district sometimes receives grants to fund 
research projects and student interns. This 
year, Clark said a grant is funding research 
for the Autocidal Gravid Oviposition trap 
(AGO) project, which is a test trap de-
signed by the Puerto Rican branch of the 
United States Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention (CDC). Another research 
project involves a sterile insect technique 
used on male mosquitoes. 

Clark, who has been the Education 
Specialist for the Anastasia Mosquito 
Control District for nearly 18 months, 
knows more about mosquitoes than 
most. She has a degree in wildlife biology 
from Purdue University, after which she 
participated in a surveillance project for 
West Nile virus. She worked at the Florida 
Department of Agriculture before coming 
to the district. She enjoys education and 
outreach and is available for informational 
meetings with homeowners associations 
and school groups. 

Her top tip is “Drain and Cover.” She said 
homeowners should keep a watchful eye 
for any standing water in their yard, to in-
clude even inside some types of plants. She 
recommends that the water be dumped 
at least once per week to cut down on 
mosquito breeding. Also, people who are 
outdoors should apply an EPA-approved 
insect repellent, avoid being outside 
around dawn and dusk, and wear loose 
fitting, light colored clothing.

“Mosquitoes can bite through tight-fitting 
clothing,” Clark said.

“Kiss Me Kate” is basically Shake-
speare’s “The Taming of the Shrew,” 
adapted for the stage by Jeremy Sams 
and featuring music and lyrics by Cole 
Porter … and audiences at Alhambra 
Theatre and Dining are in for a double 
treat with this rollicking battle of the 
sexes. The music and lyrics are inte-
grated into the script (Porter’s response 
to Rodgers & Hammerstein’s shows) 
and the play became Porter’s biggest hit 
with more than 1,000 performances on 
Broadway.

Subways are for eating	

New York City is my drug of choice. 
I was born there. It’s about as expen-
sive to live there as to buy specific 
street drugs. I am addicted to roaming 
the streets of downtown Manhattan, 
Uptown Manhattan, and all around the 
town. One way to lessen the expense 
of getting around the island is to avoid 
taxis and use the subway.

We native New Yorkers call NYC “The 
City” as though there is no other city 
in the world. The place knocks me 
out. From Katz’s Deli and the fascinat-
ing Tenement Museum downtown to 
Yorkville’s knock-out knockwurst. The 
museums, the endless concerts that are 
offered, the Broadway plays, the Off 
(and Off-Off) Broadway plays, grandi-
ose Central Park and mini vest-pocket 
parks. They’re all great places to watch 
people, but there’s no finer place to 
people-watch than the subway. New 
York City is especially sweet at Christ-
mas time. I realize not everybody feels 
this way. Yeah, I get it; it’s crowded.

It used to be that you could do a lot of 
things on subways that are now, sadly, 
verboten. Signs posted in the train cars a 
while back, thanks to the Metropolitan 
Transit Authority campaign “Courtesy 
Counts,” are supposed to help teach city 
riders the etiquette of traveling under-
ground. Here are a few of the signs: 

“Do not eat.” (Heck, even the airlines, 
trains and buses let us bring food on 
board.) “No eating” caused an outrage 
by one passenger who felt the subway 
is the quintessential place to eat a meal. 
One rider sulked, “Eating on the sub-
way really works well with my sched-
ule.” Couldn’t he have settled for a nice 
place in Central Park?

I admit PVB 
has become the grounds for my happy 
dance, a refuge from the storm of city 
life. I need to have earplugs like the 
racehorse American Pharoah to block 
out the noise of mid-Manhattan and the 
subway.

In slow cooker stoneware, combine beans, tomatoes, green onions, poblano, jalapeño 
peppers, garlic, lime zest and juice, and cheese. Stir well. Cover and cook on high for 1 ½ 
hours, until mixture is hot and bubbly. Stir in cilantro, sprinkle with green onions, if using, 
and serve. 

Warm Black Bean Salsa
(Makes about 3 cups)

Gatherings of family and friends are better with food, and few foods are more universally 
beloved than salsa. Whether they’re hosting a gathering for the big game or a celebration 
of Hispanic culture and cuisine, hosts who want to go the extra mile can forgo store-
bought salsa for the following homemade recipe for “Warm Black Bean Salsa” courtesy 
of Judith Finlayson’s “The Health Slow Cooker: 135 Gluten-Free Recipes for Health and 
Wellness” (Robert Rose).

14- to 19-ounce can of no-salt-added black 
beans, drained
1 cup drained no-salt-added diced canned 
tomatoes
4 green onions, finely chopped
2 roasted peppers (poblano or sweet), peeled 
and diced
1 roasted jalapeño, seeded and diced, or 1 
chipotle pepper in adobo sauce
1 tsp. puréed garlic 
1 tsp. finely grated lime zest
2 tbsp. freshly squeezed lime juice
2 cups shredded cheddar or Monterey Jack 
cheese
2 tbsp. finely chopped cilantro leaves
Finely chopped green onions

Golf tips from T Shot Ranch
Is golf a contact sport?

“My swing is so bad, I look like a cave-
man killing his lunch.” — Tommy

Do you “look like a caveman killing his 
lunch” when playing golf? 

Are you “killing the ball” when you 
play, or is your golf game killing you? 

Grip, trap, hit, penalty, stroke, hazard, 
out of bounds, unplayable lie, interfer-
ence, hook, slice, push, pull, block, 
bogey, divot, bunker, smother, block, 
fat, thin, top, torque, smash… It’s no 
wonder, with golf lingo the way it is, 
seeing students ball hit for the first time 
resembles a mugging instead of a swing-
ing. 

So, how do we deliver that sweet smack 
that sends the ball sailing down the 
fairway while we get to a balanced fin-
ish position that you could frame in a 
picture?

So many golfers, instead, look like they 
are doing the “Mashed Potato” before 
the ball screeches dead right/left while 
the onlookers run for cover. To illustrate 
this point, at work we have a golf ball 
peppered steel pillar three feet to the 
right of the hitting area that resembles 
the dimples on a golf ball from top to 
bottom.

“Golf combat” can be destructive to our 
bodies, our equipment, and to our self-
esteem on the golf course/driving range. 

Here is some necessary ammunition to 
incorporate into your golf arsenal that 
will soften the blow of bad ball contact:

1. Having a proper hold on the club 
minimizes golf ball shrapnel and 
insures that the clubface is contacting 
the ball in the correct fashion.

2. An athletic posture/stance will facili-
tate balance, rhythm, and a correct 
swing plane through the ball to keep 
it on path. Muhammad Ali danced 
around his opponents, but knocked 
them flat with a well-timed blow.

3. Slashing at the ball may feel power-
ful, but tempo and rhythm deliver a 
better smash.

4. Aim like a target shooter — allow for 
eye dominance, and set up looking 
with both eyes focused on the target 
while placing your feet. Trust what 
looks right from behind the ball, and 
not believing the deceptive picture 
your side view delivers to your brain. 

5. Salute with the club to the target 
at the finish of your swing; a well 
balanced finish with face, chest, and 
tummy is critical to getting your 
target mission accomplished, vs. dan-
gling the club, spinning and falling 
away after the swing like a right hook 
has plowed you over.

Golf doesn’t have to feel like a contact 
sport with the aid of a good instruc-
tor, proper equipment, and a peaceful 
mindset that will facilitate killing the 
ball, not your golf swing!

Keep the flow and let it go!

Before the Civil War, cotton was king 
and sugar reigned as “white gold.” The 
South’s economy depended on their 
production. Wealthy barons established 
large plantations where slaves worked 
the fields.

New Orleans became one of America’s 
wealthiest cities due to its strategic har-
bor. Today, many grand plantations still 
dot the Mississippi River Road. Explor-
ing these historic sites provides a fasci-
nating history lesson. Visitors no longer 
tour just the mansion house, they also 
see and hear about the outbuildings and 
slave quarters. 

The following five plantations are 
within an easy drive from New Orleans, 
but visiting more than two a day proves 
difficult.  

Destrehan Plantation, initially built in 
1787, began producing indigo, then 

switched to more profitable sugar. The 
owner, Jean Noel Destrehan, and his 
brother-in-law pioneered the granula-
tion of sugar, making Destrehan one 
of the largest sugar-producing planta-
tions. Jean Noel went on to become a 
driving force for Louisiana statehood. 
Today, costumed interpreters lead tours 
through the “Big House” and grounds. 
You’ll also find crafts and tradesmen 
demonstrating their skills. 

Oak Alley is renowned for the 28 live 
oaks lining the quarter-mile entryway 
to the Greek Revival mansion. The 
300-year-old graceful trees, draped 
in Spanish moss, have become syn-
onymous with the Old South. To walk 
under the dreamy canopy is to feel 
the presence of the past. In addition 

to touring the manor house, 
stop at the reconstructed slave 
dwellings and exhibits, and 
Sugarcane Theatre which shows 
a film about the crop’s eco-
nomic importance. Overnight 
stays are available in newly built 
cottages. 

Houmas House and Gardens in 
Darrow, a 38-acre estate, ranks 
as a must-see for gardeners. 
The stunning grounds include 
the Burnside Oak, Japanese 
gardens, bridges, fountains, 
pools and statuary — some of it 

whimsical. Even children like to explore 
these green acres. Though a bit pricey, 

an overnight stay in a cottage offers 
the sheer delight of evening strolls 
or early morning walks among the 
splendor. Guided tours of the manor 
house, once called the “Sugar Palace,” 
explain how it survived wars, floods, 
abandonment, and fortunately the 
ravages of time. Visitors find a variety 
of restaurants and the Louisiana 
River Road Interpretive Center now 
under construction, scheduled to 
open in fall 2019. 

Laura Plantation presents a Creole 
style house in a riot of color. The guides 
do an exceptional job telling stories of 
the four generations of characters who 
lived and worked there. They don’t 
sugarcoat the complex relationships 
between owners, women, children, and 
slaves. The grounds include 12 build-
ings, among them the 1805 mansion, 
the 1840s slave cabins, and formal and 
kitchen gardens. You’ll leave with some-
thing to ponder. 

I left the most poignant for last: Whit-
ney Plantation. Whitney is the only 
plantation museum in the state with an 
exclusive focus on the lives of enslaved 
people. You first meet the Children of 
Whitney, a series of clay sculptures by 
artist Woodrow Nash. They represent 
former slaves as they were at the time 
of emancipation — children. Whitney 
presents stories told in their own words 
many years later. The statues grab at 
your heart; you won’t forget them. 

My tour continued to the field of 
Angels, a memorial dedicated to 2,200 
Louisiana slave children who died 
before their third birthday. A statue 
of a black angel carrying a baby to

Heaven highlights the touching loca-
tion. Original frescoes remain inside 
the main house, and the last surviving 
true French Creole Barn lies close. Call 
ahead for reservations. 

I missed five more estates in Planta-
tion Country. I suggest a visit anytime 
except the sultry days of summer.
