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In the Pink aims to be 
one-stop shop 
for cancer patients

We won the battle...now let’s paddle!

When Jeri Millard was diagnosed with 
breast cancer 17 years ago, she was frus-
trated because she had to go to many 
different places to get all the specialty 
items she needed. One day she said she 

had to undress five times for five differ-
ent doctors and she wondered why they 
couldn’t all come to one place? This 
gave her the idea to open In the Pink, a 
501 C 3 boutique serving men, women 
and children with all types of cancer.

“I kept a notebook for eight years,” 
Millard said. “I jotted down ideas of 
what should be in the store, so cancer 
patients could just go to one place for 
everything at a time when they are so 
tired and scared.”

In the Pink opened in 2009 and Mil-
lard said it is more than just a place for 
cancer patients to get stuff — it’s also a 
place to get knowledge.

“Women come to the store sometimes 
with their husbands and they are 
scared. I can take them to our private 
sitting room and talk to them and try 
to make them feel more comfortable,” 
Millard said.

October is widely recognized as Breast 
Cancer Awareness Month and the 
American Cancer Society has sched-
uled its 5K Making Strides Against 
Breast Cancer walk in Jacksonville to 
correspond with this. This walk, to be 
held on Saturday, Oct. 13 beginning at 
TIAA Bank Field in Jacksonville, aims 
to not only raise awareness but also 
funds to save lives from breast cancer. 

“This event raises money to fund in-
novative research, provide free informa-
tion and support, and to help people 
reduce their breast cancer risk or find it 
early when it’s most treatable,” said Kar-
en Babcock, senior community devel-
opment manager with the American 
Cancer Society. “From 
the opening 
ceremony 
to the 
post-
walk 
enter-
tain-
ment, the 
Making Strides 
event is a celebration of 
survivors and opportunity to remember 
loved-ones lost.”

Event chair Stacy Hanson, one of the 
many volunteers who works tirelessly to 
bring this event to fruition, says her role 
is to manage the event’s 
committee and vice chairs, 
motivate the teams, and 
be a leader for the Making 
Strides event by telling her 
personal story. Hanson has 
Stage IV, Metastatic Triple 
Negative Breast Cancer, as 
well as having the BRCA1 
gene, the “horrible trifec-
ta,” according to her.  

Last year was her first year 
involved with Making 
Strides as a walker and this 
year she is the event chair, a testament 
to her drive and perseverance. She 
believes the American Cancer Society is 
a great organization and that there are 
many benefits to having a local Mak-
ing Strides event, to include bringing 
the community together for a good 
purpose where people can walk, at their 
own pace, in teams of friends, families 
and colleagues, in support of those who 
have breast cancer. Specifically this year, 
she said emphasis will be placed on 
awareness of Stage IV cancer. 

“I believe we are on the 
precipice of a cure,” Han-
son said. “But it takes a 
lot of money. And early 
detection, while extreme-
ly important, gets a lot 
of attention and research 
dollars. I think Stage IV 
needs more attention. 
There is no change in the 
number of deaths from 
Stage IV breast cancer 
over the years.” 

She pointed out that  
there is no cure for Stage IV like the 
lesser stages. She said that with Stage 

IV, the best one can 
hope for is 

to be

NED — No 

Evidence of Disease. 
For the past year and a half, Hanson 
has been in a lifesaving clinical trial and 
her tumor has decreased by 98 percent 
and continues to show regression, but 
she is not NED yet. 

“I am fortunate that I have resources 
and access to care,” Hanson said. “The 
American Cancer Society can help oth-
ers with these things that I was fortu-
nate to get on my own.”

This sentiment is echoed by Jackson-
ville Sponsorship Chair and Southeast 
Region Event Chair, 23-year volun-
teer Cynthia Farah, herself a five-year 
survivor. She said she was aware of the 
American Cancer Society from her ca-

reer at St. Vincent’s Medical Center and 
had walked in the Making Strides event 
prior to her diagnosis. 

Farah said two of the key missions of 
the American Cancer Society are pa-
tient services, such as volunteers driving 
patients with no family or friends avail-
able to treatment (“Road to Recovery”), 
and research. 

“The American Cancer Society really 
does what it says it will do,” Farah said. 
“I didn’t have to use all of their services, 
but it was good for me emotionally to 
know the ACS was there. You don’t 
have to go through this alone, in ab-
sence of family. No one should have to 
face cancer alone.”

Farah said she felt the most impor-
tant messages are that early 
detection is key, don’t give 
up hope, and do everything 
you can in the fight: volun-
teer, donate, and take care of 
yourself.

Hanson felt that it is impor-
tant, especially this month, to 
“Think before you Pink.” 

“In some ways, I think breast 
cancer awareness has be-
come very commercialized,” 
Hanson said. “Pay attention 

to what you are buying and what you 
are supporting. Also, we are all aware of 
breast cancer now… but what is next? 
Research and community health care 
are very important and these are the 
things I am advocating for.”

Q: Do you have any updates on the 
proposed dog park behind the South 
Mandarin Library?
A: At the Town Hall meeting we held 
last month, we learned that a nearby 
neighborhood had some concerns 
about the proposed location of the dog 
park and the potential for smells and 
noise. I listened to the constituents, and 
am now looking into another viable 
location option. It involves the city 
buying a piece of property in Mandarin 
that has become available in the last 30 
days. We are doing due diligence now. 
It will slow down the project a bit, but 
it will be a better location and will be of 
great benefit to Mandarin. I will keep 
the readers abreast of the situation in 
the coming months.

Q: What will then happen to the existing 
park behind the library?
A: We need to decide as a community 
if this park needs to be a passive park. 
The Mandarin Rotary has done a great 
job keeping the park up, but I think we 
need to make it even more inviting.

Q: Do you have any City of Jacksonville 
updates?
A: As of Oct. 1, we are celebrating the 
50th year of consolidation of the city. 
At the time of that voting, Mandarin 
had only 3,000 – 4,000 residents and 

now we have close to 70,000. I think 
having government closer to the people 
is better and as a community, we should 
at least have this discussion. Are we get-
ting our fair share of city dollars back to 
our community as pertains to quality of 
life? No business stays the same for 50 
years and we should consider forming 
the City of Mandarin. With 70,000 
residents now, Mandarin would be 
approximately the 45th largest city in 
Florida. It might cost another mill on 
property taxes, but that might be worth 
it to get things done more quickly in 
Mandarin. 

Q: Why do you think this is important?
A: Mandarin has many challenges that 
maybe could be solved with closer 
government. We are competing with St. 
Johns County, just over the bridge, and 
are losing young families to that area 
who move there for the schools. We do 
have good schools in Mandarin, but 
we are lumped together with the Duval 
County school system in overall percep-
tion. I know of people who have lived 
in Mandarin who have moved to St. 
Johns County for the schools. Maybe a 
City of Mandarin could also help this.

Q: Do you have any updates on trees being 
planted in Mandarin?
A: The plans have not yet been finalized 
for the trees being planted on Manda-

rin Road, but we are not ready to plant 
anyway until the weather turns cooler. 
But I’m sure readers have noticed a 
good part of Mandarin Road is being 
resurfaced. This had been in the capital 
budget for awhile and they have finally 
gotten started. I know it is inconve-
nient, but I ask for everyone’s patience 
as the road will be smooth sooner rather 
than later. 

Plans are also being finalized for the 
landscaping of the medians on San 
Jose Boulevard south of Interstate 295. 
Recall that we have an agreement with 
the state to do the maintenance south 
of the interstate on this state road, but 
not north.

Q: When will trees and landscaping be 
planted on Interstate 295?
A: We are getting closer to the beauti-
fication date, but it won’t be until the 
roadway project is complete. Unfortu-
nately due to weather, it looks like this 
will take another nine months. They are 
about a year and a half behind schedule 
at this point, mostly due to the hur-
ricanes.

Q: Can you shed any light on the latest 
rash of car burglaries in Mandarin?
A: This year, we have had a reported 
17 guns stolen from unlocked cars in 
Mandarin and a reported 146 guns 
stolen from unlocked cars in Zone 
2, Southside. Those guns are going 
straight to the hands of the bad guys. In 
Jacksonville, this year there have been 
3,780 total cars reported broken into, 
but 2,162 of them had unlocked doors 
or showed no signs of forced entry. 

Q: What would you recommend?
A: I would recommend what the Jack-
sonville Sheriff’s Office recommends, 
which is the 9 p.m. routine: make sure 
all guns and valuables are removed from 
your vehicle and lock your doors. If 
something is valuable to you, it’s proba-
bly valuable to someone else. Let’s keep 
guns out of the hands of criminals.

Q: Do you have any public works 
department updates?
A: The Right of Way and Stormwater 
Management Department are currently 
milling and resurfacing Mandarin Road 
from Foxridge Trail to Orange Picker 
Road and from Orange Picker Road to 
Brady Road. Additionally, there will be 
further sidewalk construction by the 
city on Orange Picker Road beginning 
where the JTA sidewalk project left off.

Finally, on Scott Mill Road heading 
south, a right turn lane is under design 
at the intersection with Mandarin Road 
that will help alleviate confusion and 
wait time due to all those making a left 
on Mandarin Road.

Q: What is the latest on the proposed dog 
park in Mandarin?
A: Mandarin will be getting a dog 
park. The only question now is location 
— will it be at the South Mandarin 
Library or a new piece of property in 
the vicinity of Brady Road and Albert’s 

with Jacksonville City Council Member 
Tommy Hazouri, At Large District 3Q A&

Field? The city plans to straighten out 
Brady Road in this area and there is a 
possible positive unintended benefit 
of providing land for the dog park. Of 
course, the land at the South Mandarin 
Library is already owned by the city 
and the plans are drawn, so a dog park 
here would happen more quickly, but 
the other location might be more ideal. 
If readers have any questions about 
this, they can contact the Public Works 
Department at (904) 255-7900.

Q: What city-wide updates can you share?
A: First, I’d like to say, “Congratula-
tions, Jacksonville” on the 50th anni-
versary of consolidation on Oct. 1.

Secondly, on Oct. 1 the city’s new bud-
get will take effect. There is almost $1.3 
billion in the present budget. Some 
city-wide highlights are $1 million for 
library maintenance and improvements 
and increased operating hours; $12 mil-
lion for road resurfacing; $2.2 million 
for county-wide parks and recreation; 
and $6 million for drainage. Addition-
ally, in the area of safety, there will be 
40 new police officers as well as new fire 
and police vehicles funded.

Q: Do you have anything else you would 
like to share with our readers?
A: I’d like to emphasize hurricane pre-
paredness. Even though we are about 
halfway through the hurricane season, 
it’s important to stay prepared and don’t 
let your guard down. Recall that the 
last two years, hurricanes have impacted 
our area in September and October. 
Keep the number of the Florida Divi-
sion of Emergency Management, (850) 
815-4000, handy to call if you need 
more information.

Q: Do you have any school district 
updates?
A: I just returned from the Florida 
School Board Association session in 
Orlando, where we formulated our 
legislative platform fo the 2018 – 2019 
school year. At the top of the platform 
is school safety and mental health and 
the need for continued funding and 
sustainability for the programs required 
by the Marjory Stoneman Douglas 
High School Public Safety Act. 

Also, we held our first State of the 
Schools address with Dr. Diana Greene 
on Sept. 7 at the Prime Osborn Con-
vention Center. It was well attended 
and it gave us the opportunity to share 
with the community where the schools 
are and were we are headed. Dr. Greene 
asked attendees to be a part of Team 
Duval and support public education 
in Duval County. All of the food for 
the event was prepared by the school 
district’s culinary arts students, includ-
ing some from Mandarin High School. 
They represented District 7 well. 

Q: What’s coming up for the school board?
A: The board is going to have a board 
retreat on Oct. 5. This will be the first 
opportunity for a focused session to 
work on communication and goals 
since hiring Dr. Greene. 

Q: How did your recent Community 
Meeting for District 7 go?
A: The community meeting was held 
on Sept. 20 at Mandarin Oaks Elemen-

tary. Michael Edwards, Director School 
Police, spoke about school safety and 
led a discussion regarding safety videos. 
Assistant Superintendent of Operations 
Don Nelson also spoke on school safety 
regarding facilities. Executive Director 
Jim Culbert spoke about Information 
Technology and unveiled a new app the 
district will be rolling out in the near 
future. The next Community Meeting 
will be held after the first of the year.

Q: Do you have anything else to share?
A: Last month I recommended that 
parents review the Constitutional 
Amendments that will be on the ballot 
in November. Significantly, Amend-
ment 8 has been taken off the ballot. I 
think this is a win for people who value 
local control of education.

Flynn homes Part 2 – Flynn Store with 
residence above, at the corner of Loretto 
and Flynn roads

Following in the footsteps of his parents, 
Theodore J. Flynn took ownership of the 
store and lived in the residence above it. 
One could buy gas, feed, hardware and 
general goods at this corner store. Under 
Theodore Flynn’s leadership, the shop 
continued to be known as an institution 
for the area and a meeting place for many.

Flynn never went to high school because 
his father needed him to help run the 
store, but that didn’t stop him from real-
izing the business potential in Mandarin. 
As the small community grew, he knew 
he needed to find bigger space. In 1958, 
he built a new store on San Jose Boule-
vard and Westberry Road. There, his busi-
ness flourished as Flynn’s Ace Hardware 
and Feed Company. 

Theodore Flynn was known to run an 
excellent business in both locations. He 
knew almost everyone in the community, 
but would commonly forget customers’ 
names. He would write the car models on 
receipts to identify customers, and it was 
up to his daughter, Wanda, to remember 
their names to charge the correct account. 
All of Flynn’s children worked in his store 
to keep it going. Flynn retired when he 
was 75 in 1973 and handed it over to 
his son Ronnie, who eventually sold the 
business. Theodore died in 1989 at the 
age of 77. 

Theodore Flynn spent his entire life 
working for the betterment of Mandarin. 
During WWII, he was the captain of the 
Mandarin Volunteer Police. He served on 
the Mandarin Volunteer Fire Department 

and helped represent Mandarin during 
Jacksonville’s consolidation efforts in the 
late 1960s. Flynn was the president of the 
Mandarin Athletic Association (MAA) 
and president of the Mandarin Cem-
etery. Flynn was always quick to cook up 
“wonderful fried chicken” dinners to ben-
efit local organizations like the Loretto 
School, the Church of our Saviour, the 
MAA, and more — time and time again.

The stories behind the house at the 
corner of Loretto and Flynn embodies 
what every Mandarinite should strive to 
be — neighborly. It is important that 
we carry on the torch — the kindness 
and generosity Theodore Flynn showed 
towards Mandarin — for generations to 
come. His former store reminds us of the 
importance of getting involved in our 
community. Many saw Theodore Flynn 
as a great influence for them to do so, and 
today, let this historic house remind you 
to do the same.

mark and Civil War steamship Maple 
Leaf objects and artifacts and freshen the 
overall exhibit, including the addition 
of many more artifacts from the state’s 
archives;

return the current side gallery back into 
an art gallery that will host special exhib-
its and allow rotation of all the wonderful 

art in the museum’s collection; 

display objects, documents and stories 
housed in the general Mandarin archives 
that we currently have no space to dis-
play; and

enlarge the archival workroom so we can 
store our collection and provide work 
space to care for the important objects 
we have been given and will continue to 
receive.

In addition to the Rotary funds, the orga-
nization has received generous donations 
from private individuals, businesses and 
other fundraisers, including sales of the 

famous “Mandarin Frogs.” Due to this 
support, a Facilities Matching Grant with 
the Florida Department of State, Divi-
sion of Cultural Affairs was applied for in 
June. If awarded this grant, work on the 
project should begin in the fall of 2019.

The  museum expansion will assist the 
mission of Mandarin Museum & His-
torical Society to “preserve and share the 
stories of Mandarin’s history, culture and 
natural resources by providing engag-
ing programs that educate, entertain 
and inspire” for past, current and future 
generations.

Chance Owen and Mitch Wright,

She said that sometimes seeing and 
touching items such as prosthetics 
and mastec-
tomy bras and 
knowing what 
is available can 
make people 
less fearful.

“We show 
them that 
they can look 
normal again, 
and this can be 
very reassur-
ing,” Millard 
said.

In the Pink, 
which accepts 
most major 
types of insur-
ance, stocks wigs, post-surgical garments, 
hats, scarves, and radiation skin care 
among other things. Millard said that 
men recovering from cancer often get 
compression garments and everyone can 
use the radiation skin creams. A new item 
that has enjoyed good word of mouth 
is an all natural product that chemo 
patients can apply to their eyebrows and 
eyelashes to keep them from falling out. 

Millard believes that everyone should be 
afforded the same dignity when going 
through cancer treatment and that is 

where the 501 C 3 status of In the Pink 
comes in. She is proud that 100 percent 

of every dollar that is donated 
via fundraisers and sponsor-
ships goes directly to In the 
Pink’s mission of helping 
cancer patients in need. 
Patients with no insurance or 
who are Medicaid-eligible receive needed 
items free of charge. Meanwhile, all of 
the store’s overhead is paid by insurance 
reimbursements and shop sales of items 
such as scarves, which are not covered by 
insurance.

Millard, along with 
husband Marty, is also 
known for bringing 
dragon boating to Jack-
sonville.

Florida native Martha Sweet said her 
life was changed six years ago when 
she, a recent breast cancer survivor, 
happened upon a booth at a concert 
at the University of North Florida 
promoting dragon boats. She had no 
idea what dragon boating was, but 
said she embarked on one of the great-
est adventures of her life when she 
signed up.

Sweet was born in Tampa and raised 
in Lake Wales, which is where she 
met her husband, Howard. They were 
working with youth groups at their 
respective churches and after they met, 
she did what she always said she didn’t 
want to do: marry a preacher. Howard 
went on to seminary in Louisville and 
she graduated from Georgetown with 
a degree in psychology and sociol-
ogy. They moved around a lot due to 
Howard’s career as a pastor and along 
the way, welcomed twins (a girl and 
a boy) in Louisville and a son in Ten-
nessee. The family ultimately moved 
to Jacksonville in 1971 when Howard 
became director of the Child Guid-
ance Center. Howard passed away 16 
years ago and today, Martha Sweet 
lives with her cat and a bird and en-
joys visits from her 10 grandchildren.

1) How did you come to choose Mandarin 
as your place to live in 1971?
We were living in a rental in Avondale 
when we first moved to Jacksonville. 
The Buckman Bridge had just opened, 
so we were on a Sunday drive. We got 
off the bridge, took a turn and then 
another turn and then there was our 
house. I still live in the house. I have 

wonderful 
neighbors.

2) How did 
you adopt 
your cat?
I was not a 
cat person, 
but she 
kept coming to my back porch look-
ing for food and I fed her. So I guess 
she adopted me. I named her Ditch 
because that’s where she came from. 
I guess I am a cat person now.

3) What can you tell us about your breast 
cancer diagnosis?
I went to Mayo for my regular mam-
mogram six years ago and they found 
a spot. They did the biopsy right then 
and there and told me I had breast can-
cer. So I had a double mastectomy, but 
no chemo or radiation. Then I went on 
with my life.

4) After you found out about dragon 
boating at the booth at UNF, what 
happened next?
Dragon boating was just coming 
to Jacksonville at the time. My first 
practice was a battle of wills … am I 
too old? Will I fit in? I did about 20 
paddles that first day and was gasp-
ing for breath. I clacked paddles with 
the paddlers on both sides of me and 
was certain I wouldn’t be invited back. 
But everyone was so supportive and 
encouraging and I did go back. I found 
my life after breast cancer with dragon 
boating. My life has changed because 
something negative brought me some-
thing positive.

5) How has your life been impacted by 
dragon boating?
The dragon boaters are a loving and 
supportive and encouraging family to 
me. I’m more confident. I believe in 
myself because my team believes in me. 
One year ago, I was diagnosed with gas-
tric cancer and had to have my stomach 
removed. I’m in remission. I rang the 
bell at Mayo! I haven’t been able to 
paddle lately, but my Mammoglam 
dragon boat friends have let me ride in 
the boat and some of us are planning 
a trip together. I believe that I will go 
back to paddling and this is my goal, 
because when paddling we all stroke 
together and move across the water. 
We hope to win a medal, but the most 
important thing is to finish the race 
and know that we gave it everything we 
have. That’s what I’m going to do.
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We treat EVERY customer 
like they are famous!

“School is back in full swing, and now 
is the time to set habits that will last 
through the year,” said Janet Gonzalez, 
Center Director of the Huntington 
Learning Center. 

Gonzalez, a 25-year education veteran, 
offers these five tips to help make the 
most out of the upcoming school year. 

Set the proper mindset: View this year 
as a new opportunity. If your child had 
any school issues or problems last year, 
encourage them to think of this new 
school year as a chance to start anew. 
Remind your child of the best parts of 
the previous school year — a friendship, 
a favorite activity discovered or a goal 
achieved. An optimistic outlook can go a 
long way.

Stay ahead of the grade: Don’t wait to 
address problems. If academics were a 
problem last year, it’s unlikely that the 
problem went away. Weak skills may 
still exist and should be addressed. Any 
change in your child’s demeanor or prob-
lems arising with certain subjects, inves-
tigate immediately.

Prepare an organizational system for pa-
perwork that comes home and teach your 
child to use this system.

Lentils with Spinach

1. Put the lentils and 1 ½ cups of hot water into a saucepan and bring to a boil. Reduce the 
heat and simmer until the lentils are mushy, about 35 minutes.

2. In the meantime, place the spinach in a pot along with a little hot water and heat it for a 
couple of minutes. Add it to the lentils.

3. In a separate pan, heat half the oil and fry the coriander seeds until they turn dark, then 
add the chiles and coconut. Reduce the heat and stir for a couple of minutes. Remove from 
the heat, let it cool slightly, then tip it into a blender along with the tamarind and a few 
tablespoons of water and blend until you get a fine paste.

4. Add this to the lentils, along with the turmeric and the salt.

5. Heat the remaining oil in a small saucepan and fry the onions until golden, then add 
them to the lentils. Reheat thoroughly and serve hot with rice. 

Lentils with Spinach
(Serves 4)

Vegetarian dishes are often loaded with flavor, which might come as a surprise to those 
who do not adhere to vegetarian diets. In fact, many dishes that originated in India, a 
country known for its flavorful, spicy cuisine, are vegetarian dishes that are popular the 
world over, among vegetarians and meat-eaters alike.
For those who want to try something simple, flavorful and vegetarian, the following recipe 
for “Lentils with Spinach” from Monisha Bharadwaj’s “India’s Vegetarian Cooking” (Kyle 
Books) checks all the boxes and will no doubt surprise those who feel the most flavorful 
dishes are those with meat.

¾ cup yellow lentils (toor dal), washed
3 large handfuls spinach, chopped
2 tbsp. sunflower oil, divided
1 tsp. coriander seeds
3 dried red chiles
¼ cup freshly grated coconut
1 tsp tamarind concentrate, diluted in ¼ cup 
water
½ tsp. turmeric
Salt, to taste
1 medium onion, sliced

Golf tips from T Shot Ranch
Is golf a contact sport?

“My swing is so bad, I look like a cave-
man killing his lunch.” — Tommy 
Armour

Do you “look like a caveman killing his 
lunch” when playing golf? 

Are you “killing the ball” when you 
play, or is your golf game killing you? 

Grip, trap, hit, penalty, stroke, hazard, 
out of bounds, unplayable lie, interfer-
ence, hook, slice, push, pull, block, 
bogey, divot, bunker, smother, block, 
fat, thin, top, torque, smash… It’s no 
wonder, with golf lingo the way it is, 
seeing students ball hit for the first time 
resembles a mugging instead of a swing-
ing. 

So, how do we deliver that sweet smack 
that sends the ball sailing down the 
fairway while we get to a balanced fin-
ish position that you could frame in a 
picture?

So many golfers, instead, look like they 
are doing the “Mashed Potato” before 
the ball screeches dead right/left while 
the onlookers run for cover. To illustrate 
this point, at work we have a golf ball 
peppered steel pillar three feet to the 
right of the hitting area that resembles 
the dimples on a golf ball from top to 
bottom.

“Golf combat” can be destructive to our 
bodies, our equipment, and to our self-
esteem on the golf course/driving range. 

Here is some necessary ammunition to 
incorporate into your golf arsenal that 
will soften the blow of bad ball contact:

1. Having a proper hold on the club 
minimizes golf ball shrapnel and 
insures that the clubface is contacting 
the ball in the correct fashion.

2. An athletic posture/stance will facili-
tate balance, rhythm, and a correct 
swing plane through the ball to keep 
it on path. Muhammad Ali danced 
around his opponents, but knocked 
them flat with a well-timed blow.

3. Slashing at the ball may feel power-
ful, but tempo and rhythm deliver a 
better smash.

4. Aim like a target shooter — allow for 
eye dominance, and set up looking 
with both eyes focused on the target 
while placing your feet. Trust what 
looks right from behind the ball, and 
not believing the deceptive picture 
your side view delivers to your brain. 

5. Salute with the club to the target 
at the finish of your swing; a well 
balanced finish with face, chest, and 
tummy is critical to getting your 
target mission accomplished, vs. dan-
gling the club, spinning and falling 
away after the swing like a right hook 
has plowed you over.

Golf doesn’t have to feel like a contact 
sport with the aid of a good instruc-
tor, proper equipment, and a peaceful 
mindset that will facilitate killing the 
ball, not your golf swing!

Keep the flow and let it go!

As always, there are 
plenty of inspiring ideas and tips about 
what to do in the garden this month. 

If you have been dealing with a bounty 
of produce and realize you would have 
found it useful to know how to pre-
serve it, there are two canning classes 
in October. On Oct. 13, learn how to 
preserve apple wedges in cinnamon 
hot syrup, and on Oct. 27, you can 
make Chicken in a Can-Homemade 
Noodles. Pre-registration and pre-pay-
ment is required. Each class is $20 per 
person. Call Jeannie at (904) 255-7450 
to register. With the holiday season ap-
proaching, homemade preserves make a 
thoughtful gift.

The upcoming class on Microgreens 
and Wildflowers on Oct. 10 (cost 
$10, call Sarah at (904) 255-7450 to 
register) will likely be the last class led 
by Terry DelValle, our Horticultural 
Agent of 35 years. She is to retire in 
November, and I know that anybody 
involved, however loosely, with the 
Extension Service, will miss her for 
both her depth of knowledge and her 
unfailingly helpful approach to us, the 
public. Thank you, Terry.

Our fellow creatures are preparing for 
the cooler weather, and some of our 
birds are fattening up for the grueling 
task of migration. As the weather cools, 
suet will be a welcome, high calorie 
treat for residents and migrants alike, 
and it won’t be long before our win-

ter visitors begin to arrive, needing a 
restorative meal.

Hummingbirds and pollinators alike 
are seeking out nectar-rich fall-bloom-
ing flowers like firespike (Odontonema 
cuspidatum or O. strictum), Mexican 
sage (Salvia leucanthum), goldenrods 
(Solidago spp.), asters (Aster or Sym-
phyotrichum spp.), ironweed (Vernonia 
spp.), dotted horsemint (Monarda punc-
tata, a prolific self-seeder), wild agera-
tum (Conoclinium coelestinum, which 
is an incredible insect magnet, but can 
spread aggressively if the roots aren’t 
kept in bounds), pineapple sage (Salvia 
elegans), and blazing star (Liatris spp.). 
Do your homework to determine which 
species suit your location, and plan to 
add those to your garden. Early fall is 
a good time to plant hardy perennials, 
but hold off on planting tender species 
until the spring.

Flowers that bloom in the fall make 
great decorations for Halloween. Look 
for autumn shades of chrysanthemums 
(“mums”), and other orange, red or 
yellow blooms and berries. If you’re 
aiming for a really spooky look, try 
draping Spanish moss around your 
decorations. For indoor use, freeze the 
moss for 24 hours in plastic bags to kill 
off any insects.

As you plant your cool season vegetable 
garden, make sure to scout regularly 
for insects and caterpillars. Cut worms 
make short work of small transplants 
and the problem can be avoided by 
using a protective barrier like a short 
section of kitchen paper tube around 
each plant. There is nothing quite as 
disheartening as finding your lovely 
new transplants completely destroyed. 

Mary Puckett, the Urban Garden 
Assistant who has been so crucial to 
training master gardeners in the subtle-
ties of vegetable gardening, and for 
the assistance she and her helpers have 
given to community gardens around 
Jacksonville and the beaches area, is also 
retiring. We wish her well, and I for one 
thank her for her contributions to A 
New Leaf, including her latest article “A 
successful garden takes planning.” How 
true that is!

In recent years, over the summer 
months and into early fall, we have 
been fortunate enough to experience 
some of the best fishing and shrimp-
ing anyone could remember. Shrimp 
were filling cast nets with counts of 
more than 100 per throw. Limits of 
slot sized reds were being caught just 
about anywhere in the river where you 
decided to soak a live shrimp. Flounder, 
black drum, and yellowmouth trout 
were right there at your favorite croaker 
hole with tarpon and dolphin rolling as 
far south as Green Cove Springs. Yes, 
fishing was good.

Now we come to the summer and fall 
of 2018. What a difference this year has 
been to recent years and actually recent 
decades. In the past, we have always 
had to deal with some type of weather 
related interruption to our summer and 
fall fishing season. This would usually 
be the result of rainy spell of a couple 
of weeks or so, or possibly the passing 
of some kind of tropical disturbance. 
Usually a week or two following the 
weather inconvenience, fishing would 
come back with a vengeance, and 
everyone would be happy — but not 
this year.

Because of the exceptional amounts of 
above average rainfall throughout much 
of the entire St. Johns River, for the first 
time that 
many can 
remember, 
fishing has 
only got-
ten worse 
instead of 
better as 
the sum-
mer and 
fall pro-
gressed. 
This 
does not 
exclude 
all fishing 
on the 
river, as 
freshwater 
fishing has 
remained 
somewhat 
decent. 
But what it does include is any type of 
annual shrimp run, and the showing 
of the variety of saltwater species that 
invade our normally brackish waters.

On the bright side, the freshwater cat-
fish bite has been strong. Dead shrimp, 
bottom fished anywhere from Green 

Cove 
Springs to 
San Marco 
should 
result in 
some pret-
ty good 
results. The 
bream bite 
should be 
strong and 
abundant 
all the 
way out of 
the creeks 
and into 
the river, 
especially 
on the end 
of docks. 
Even large-
mouths 
are making 

their presence known in these same ar-
eas. Don’t be afraid to work the docks.

Areas closer to the ocean should be 
affected less and should produce some 

good fall fishing. St. Augustine, Palm 
Valley, Beach Boulevard, Ft. Caroline, 
and Mayport areas of the St. Johns and 
Intracoastal Waterway should all be hot 
spots right up to late November. The 
annual migration of bait fish traveling 
south should also produce some very 
good surf fishing for the rest of the fall 
months.

Fishing Report: Freshwater fishing 
should be at a premium. Fall bass, 
bream, and catfish should be readily 
available in just about any freshwater 
location. Migrating bluefish should be 
in good numbers in the surf. Cut fish 
or finger mullet with a short wire leader 
should help you land limit catches.

Whether you catch one, some, or none, 
the family time spent fishing will last a 
lifetime.

Illuminate Autumn
with Better Hearing

Visions of sugarplums danced in my 
head as I drove to the Omni Grove 
Park Inn in Asheville, N.C. I made 
the trip last December to the historic 
Blue Ridge resort to view the winning 
entries in the National Gingerbread 
House Competition. My trail of 
crumbs led me to displays stopping me 
dead in my tracks — wide-eyed and 
childlike. Much more than elaborate 
houses and cutesy cakes, these creations 
were architectural masterpieces and 
stunning works of art. This contest 
takes gingerbread to the highest level of 
culinary art. 

This “best-of-the-best” competition 
features three categories: children, 
teens, and adults. All entries must be 
100 percent edible, nothing artificial, 
but need not be houses. Seventy-five 
percent must be gingerbread, leaving 
25 percent for candy, icing and other 
edible additions. 

Contestants submit their creation 
upon admission — meaning assem-
bly beforehand. An Omni triage unit 
provides plenty of royal icing for last-
minute fixes. 

A highly regarded judging panel 
evaluates each entry based on overall 
appearance, originality/creativity, dif-
ficulty, precision and consistency of 
theme. The 2017 panel featured world-

renowned pastry chefs and artists, 
including the founder of the Inter-
national Sugar Art Collection, a cu-
rator of The Metropolitan Museum 
of Art, and the author of “Making 
Great Gingerbread Houses.” 

Bragging rights seem the most 
sought-after award, but dividing 
$25,000 in cash and prizes puts ic-
ing on the ego cakes.

A visit to the Inn itself is another 
sweet treat, an overnight stay even 
better. The 513-room resort recalls 
a grand old National Park lodge, 
decorated for the holidays with some 
of the most glorious greenery, trees and 
lights anywhere. The Great Gingerbread 
House lures adults and kids alike to the 
welcoming Great Hall — a Hansel and 
Gretel 10 ½-foot gingerbread replica 
of the Inn. Children can buy hot cocoa 
while adults cozy up to the lobby bar. 

Wine glass in hand, I browsed the 
floors of gingerbread art for hours, de-
lighting in the children’s entries, relish-
ing the creativity of the teens’ designs 
(my favorite, The Wall from Game of 
Thrones), and swooning over breathtak-
ing projects from adult winners. 

Billie Mochow, a multi-year winner, 
said, “Coming up with my idea is one 
of the hardest parts.”

She contemplates possibilities from 
January through May, beginning her 
tedious artwork in the summer. Her el-
egant swan pulling a sleigh over a glassy 
lake was stunning. 

The overall winning entry, by Ann 
Bailey of Cary, N.C., showcased a col-
lection of books topped by sculpted 
figures from Dickens’ “A Christmas 
Carol.” These tiny, yet detailed ginger-
bread men (of sorts) would have made 
Michelangelo jealous. The three-dimen-
sional assemblage brought audible gasps 
from onlookers.

Beyond gingerbread edifices, the 
Biltmore, America’s largest and perhaps 
grandest home, remains a must-see 
in Asheville. Always an eyeful, the 
Châteauesque-style mansion, built for 
George Vanderbilt in 1895, dresses 
itself to the hilt during the holidays 
— as it did in Vanderbilt’s time. The 
Banquet Hall’s 35-foot Fraser fir is the 
centerpiece of the floral fantasy. Thirty 
thousand twinkling lights and hundreds 
of candles reflect in thousands of orna-
ments; miles of garland accent every 
corner. Outside, 300 hand-lit luminar-
ies adorn the front lawn, drawing atten-
tion to a 55-foot Norway spruce draped 
with more than 45,000 lights. Tickets 
aren’t cheap, so plan to spend the entire 

day taking in Biltmore’s gardens, winery 
and Antler Hill Village. Splurge and 
spend the night in the Biltmore’s lodg-
ing. 

But, run, run as fast as you can to make 
the necessary reservations. The Gin-
gerbread display is open to the public 
Sundays after 3 p.m. and throughout 
the day Monday through Thursday, 
Nov. 25 – Jan. 5. Asheville is well worth 
the eight-hour drive from Jacksonville.
