Enlightening the community about 
Listening and Spoken Language 
(LSL) education and raising funds 
for Clarke Schools for Hearing and 
Speech are at the heart of the Kilwins 
Ice Cream Run. Founded in 2013 by 
the family of one of the first students 
of the Mandarin Clarke School, the 
race ends at Kilwins Jacksonville 
in the St. Johns Town Center. This 
Kilwins location is owned by the 
Stallings family, and daughter Haley 
is a successful graduate of Clarke. 

This year’s race, open to the public, 
will be held March 30. According 
to Cynthia Robinson, co-director of 
Clarke School in Mandarin, more 
than 800 runners participated in 
2018. The event includes a 1-mile 
run-walk, the signature 5k, and the 
Kiddie Dash, held after the other 
races and just for current students of 
the school. 

“The area outside of Kilwins is filled 
with our sponsors,” Robinson said. 
“It’s like a street party. The highlight 
is the post-race Kilwins ice cream 
fest.”

Karen Demuth’s son Dante inspired 
her to form Connecting Thru Music, a 
program committed to bringing music 
therapy to children with special needs 
in the Duval County Public School 
System. Dante was born with Down 
syndrome and without an esophagus, 
leaving him 
non-verbal with 
hearing and vi-
sual deficits, but 
a great love for 
music.

“Research shows 
that music 
therapy, especially 
when combined 
with other 
therapy, has posi-
tive results with 
special needs chil-
dren,” Demuth 
said. 

By forming Con-
necting Thru Mu-
sic, she said her 
goal is to bring 
music therapy to 
as many of the 
60 schools Duval 
County that have ded-
icated classrooms for 
children with special 
needs as possible.

Started as a music 
program at Nep-
tune Beach Elementary in 2017, the 
organization is now in the process of 
acquiring its 501 c 3 status and adding 
music therapy to its offerings. Music 
therapists are provided by business 
partner First Coast Music Therapy, led 
by Steven Amburn.

“It’s important for the public to un-
derstand the difference between music 
classes and music therapy,” Demuth 
said. “Music therapy is an educational 
tool that is vital for these special needs 
children who may not have a language. 
Music is their language. So music 
therapy is not just nice to have, but 
necessary.”

In January, Connecting Thru Music 
expanded to the Mandarin area with 
weekly Magical Music Fundays music 
classes at Mandarin Oaks Elementary. 

This is a 30-minute music class led by 
Kindermusik that is offered to all the 
self-contained ESE classrooms at the 
school. Demuth said the plan is to next 
offer music therapy at the school in the 
fall. 

In Duval County there are minimal 
music therapy programs and none 
in the public schools, according to 
Demuth. She estimates that it takes 
$80,000 per school per year to keep 
the program viable. Connecting Thru 
Music is completely volunteer run and 
relies on community funding as well as 
corporate support. 

Another initiative of the organization 
is to attract music therapists to Jack-
sonville. Music therapy is a four year 
degree and certification in Florida. The 
Jacksonville area is significantly behind 
in the important task of providing 
music therapy to children with special 
needs and Connecting Thru Music has 
partnered with Florida State Univer-
sity, the University of Miami and Gulf 
Coast University to try to bring music 
therapists to the area.

Demuth said, “There are so many 
success stories from music therapy. So 
many of these special needs children 
have started out their lives with unbe-
lievable pain and challenges. Music has 

the ability to touch 

their hearts, 
to motivate them 
and to open their 
minds more than any 
other therapy. These 
children deserve the 
tool of music therapy 
and the joy of music 
in their lives.”

Q: Can you give us an update on how the 
community meetings went that featured 
the Duval County Public Schools’ facility 
reports?
A: These meetings concluded in Febru-
ary and were all well attended. Now we 
are awaiting another report which will 
go over projected student enrollment in 
the next five years at each school. 

Q: What is the next step after you have 
that report?
A: We will take the facilities report and 
overlay the projected enrollment and 
have the data we need to make deci-
sions on which schools need renova-
tions, which ones need to be rebuilt, 
and if there are any smaller schools that 
may need to be consolidated. (There 
are no Mandarin schools looking at 
possible consolidation.) There will be 
future community meetings after the 
projected enrollment report is released.

Q: Are there any Mandarin schools in need 
of renovations?
A: Yes. District 7 has a need of more 
than $111 million for school repairs, 
including mechanical, interior and exte-
rior work, and roofs. The largest items 
are mechanical (air conditioning) and 
interior work. Out of the 10 District 7 
schools, Greenland Pines, Loretto and 
Crown Point elementary schools have 
the greatest need, followed by Manda-
rin Middle, Mandarin High and Twin 
Lakes Academy Elementary.

Q: How will this needed funding be 
addressed?
A: We will need to look at our revenues. 
Duval County gets no additional rev-

enue via impact fees or additional sales 
tax revenue; St. Johns County and Clay 
County get both. So there will have 
to be a conversation in the next few 
months about how to increase our rev-
enues to address aging facilities. Duval 
is the only one of the big seven school 
districts in the state with no additional 
revenue stream. If the school board did 
seek an additional revenue stream like a 
sales tax, it would have to go to the city 
council and then be approved by voters. 

Q: Do you have anything else to share 
about District 7 schools?
A: State Rep. Jason Fischer donated 
$8,250.08 to Mandarin Oaks Elemen-
tary to help jumpstart Project Lead the 
Way, which will begin in the 2019 – 
2020 school year. Parents and students 
can expect to see an increase in STEM 
at Mandarin Oaks and a hands on class-
room environment. Project Lead the 
Way will continue to expand at Manda-
rin Oaks over the next four years.

Q: What is the latest information on the 
proposed apartments on the west side of 
Claire Lane that we discussed last month? 
A: The application to build this 48-unit 
apartment building was withdrawn on 
Feb. 19, before it went to  LUZ (Land 
Use and Zoning committee of the Jack-
sonville City Council).

Q: Do you see any takeaways from this 
situation?
A: What this has brought to my at-
tention is we need to do something 
about traffic on the west side of San 
Jose Boulevard, specifically the Claire 
Lane intersection. I have been told by 
motorists that sometimes it takes three 
rotations of the light to get on San 
Jose during morning and evening rush 
hours, since the traffic is so backed up. 
This is unacceptable. Since San Jose 
Boulevard is a state road, I’ll be meet-
ing with the Florida Department of 
Transportation to address. This pro-
posed apartment development would 
have made the traffic situation worse, 
so the application was withdrawn.

Q: Do you have an update on County 
Dock?
A: The RFPs or requests for proposal to 
design and build the dock went out the 
first week of February. Depending on 
how the bids come in, we can hope-
fully get started on construction in 60 
– 90 days. There is no word yet on the 
anticipated length of construction.

Q: When is construction going to start 
(and finish) on the Mandarin Senior Center 
expansion?
A: The Senior Center is being built 
now. The land has been cleared and 
construction has started. Hopefully 
they will finish the project sooner rather 
than later. When I have a firm date 
that I feel confident about, I will let 
you know, possibly in the next issue of 
Mandarin NewsLine. I like to under-
promise and over-deliver.

Q: Do you have anything else to share 
with Mandarin residents?
A: We are in the process of starting an 
exciting new offering: Movie Night at 
Losco Regional Park. The first one will 
be held on March 22 at 8 p.m., featur-
ing the movie “Turbo.” We hope to 
make this a continuing event. Depend-
ing on the success of the first one, 
Movie Night will be held monthly. I 
invite all Mandarin residents to come 
out and enjoy the nice weather and 
free popcorn at Movie Night at Losco 
Regional Park.

The Losco Winery

Citrus fruit is what comes to the minds 
of many when asked about Mandarin. It 
was the staple industry for the community 
during much of the 19th Century and 
the reason the area was given its name 
in 1830; however, nestled in the Walter 
Jones Historical Park is a classic example 
of a frontier-style log cabin that uncorks 
another side to Mandarin’s unique history. 

It belonged to Francis Louis (Frank) 
Losco, who migrated to the United States 
from Verona, Italy. Ultimately making his 
way to Florida, he acquired land east of 
Mandarin in 1884. Losco (age 36) mar-
ried his neighbor and recent immigrant 
from Italy, Dometilla Danese (age 18), 
just three years later. He built a one-room 
house, but it became an obsolescent struc-
ture when the couple went on to have 13 
children. As the Loscos raised their family, 
they enlarged the home to accommodate 
everyone. To make a living, rather than 
cultivating citrus, Losco began Mandarin’s 
very own Italian renaissance; he ran the 
largest wine-making operation throughout 
Northeast Florida. 

In front of their home was the afore-
mentioned log cabin where, on seven 
acres of vineyard, they produced up to 
40 barrels of wine per year. The Losco 
brand attracted customers from all over 
to come get a taste of the “Pure Scup-
pernong Grape Wine,” aged finely in 
wood. On some bottle labels, Losco had 
spelled Mandarin with an “e” on the end. 
By the First World War, Marion (age 23), 
the oldest son of the Losco brood, was 
working on the family farm when he was 
called to register for the draft, as required. 

Marion went to South Carolina for boot 
camp, was shipped to France, and died 
on the battlefield, two weeks after his 
25th birthday in 1918. In the Mandarin 
Museum, there’s an exhibit that features 
Losco’s wartime letters to his mother and 
other personal belongings, a full authentic 
uniform, and general WWI artifacts. 

By the 1940s, both Frank and Dometilla 
passed away. The property stayed in the 
family until the turn of the new millen-
nium. By the 2000s, suburbia encroach-
ments threatened the Losco’s farmstead 
and the family did not want to see log 
cabin winery bulldozed. David Losco, 
Frank’s grandson, donated the log cabin 
to the Mandarin Museum & Historical 
Society, along with other artifacts includ-
ing a grape press, vintage bottle labels, a 
1936 state beverage license costing $50 
and antique tools used while fermenting 
wine. 

Bo and Kurt Phillips, Mandarin Museum 
& Historical Society members, dismantled 
the cabin and hauled it to its current loca-
tion in the historical park. There, through 
precise numbering and labeling, they

Spring has been in the air, but surely 
temperatures will fluctuate considerably 
between now and our last potential frost 
date, around March 20. According to the 
University of Florida, a mix of cool and 
warm season vegetables may be planted 
in February, but early March is safer for 
warm season crops, although they may 
still need protection if a frost or freeze is 
forecast: https://tinyurl.com/y5z2lyoq. 

By early March we can be confident that 
honey bees have been working their hives 
since early in the year. They have had easy 
access to our native trees like the pretty 
eastern redbud (Cercis canadensis) and red 
maple (Acer rubrum), both of which begin 
to flower in January. When little else is in 
bloom, flowering trees are vital for honey 
bees to get their year off to a healthy start; 
however, if they are well sheltered, some 
perennials may bloom through the winter.  

Native bees are a varied bunch, nesting 
in the ground, in hollow stems and fallen 
wood, in leaf or mud nests they con-
struct themselves. They often are solitary, 
although they may nest near each other. 
The exceptions are the bumble bees, which 
live in small colonies with a single queen. 
This article goes into more detail: https://
tinyurl.com/yxdc6gms. Different species 
show up in our yards at different times 
of the year, and visit different flower-
ing plants, and many of their favorite 

food sources are native. Some have long 
tongues, some short, and it’s these varia-
tions that determine what flower struc-
tures they can exploit. For great pictures of 
some of our native bees, as well as flowers 
and ready-made nest structures we can 
add to our yards to attract them, check 
out this presentation: https://tinyurl.com/
y4y42bhq. 

In early spring, my native spiderwort 
(Tradescantia ohiensis) attracts honey bees, 
lazily cruising from bloom to bloom. They 
produce ample seed, so they can spread 
too easily, but mulch them in a garden bed 
and they can be kept in check, making 
tidy clumps which can be controlled. 

I love dotted horsemint (Monarda punc-
tata), which provides a veritable banquet 
for a huge variety of pollinators, includ-
ing tiny beneficial wasps and flies. Cut it 
back as the flowers set seed to avoid lots 
of volunteers. As the horsemint fades, 
my blue mistflower (Conoclinium coelesti-
num) takes over. This has stunning fuzzy 
mid-blue to lavender flowers which appeal 
mightily to butterflies as well as bees: I’ve 
seen up to a dozen skippers, Gulf fritillary, 
and monarchs flitting around a four by six 
foot patch. It will spread, a bit like mint, 
so keep it confined within edging.

Many of our vegetables and fruits are 
pollinated by honey bees, but native bees 

play a big role too. The blueberry bee is 
one. Some plants like tomatoes are wind 
pollinated, but the larger bumblebees 
can produce a strong, quite loud buzzing 
sound — a process called sonication — 
that similarly dislodges pollen. If you grow 
any food plant that produces fruits, you 
will benefit from increased production by 
providing these little wonders with suste-
nance, water, and shelter.

Check out this publication from the 
Xerces Society: https://tinyurl.com/
y4yml3xe. It lists native Florida plants by 
flowering season: they all support our na-
tive beneficial insect populations.

I really have to stress that native bees aren’t 
aggressive and don’t sting unless we harass 
them or accidentally hurt them, and their 
value as pollinators can’t be underesti-
mated.

According to Robinson, Clarke School 
has been in Jacksonville for 21 years, 
but the original schools, mostly in 
the Northeast, date back 150 years. 
The schools’ mission is to teach deaf 
and hard of hearing students to listen 
and talk. The aim is to have students 
on level with their hearing peers and 
mainstreamed into their neighborhood 
schools by kindergarten or first grade.

“It’s through the miracle of modern 
technology that we can do this,” Robin-
son said. “With the advances in hearing 
aids and cochlear implants, children are 
given full access to the spoken word. 
We hear with our brain. Our ears are 
just the path to get into the brain.”

Students may start at Clarke at a very 
early age. From birth to age three, the 
school has approximately two dozen 
children in early intervention services. 
Then there are the Toddler Twos, 
preschool, pre-k, and kindergarten/
first grade classes, with a total of 30 – 
35 students according to Robinson. 
Finally there are another two dozen 
students receiving services via teleprac-
tice throughout the state of Florida and 
another two dozen students receiving 
after-school services such as speech 
classes, evaluations or refresher classes. 

“Haley Stallings was one of my first 
students at Clarke, back in 1998,” 
Robinson said. “She mainstreamed to 
her neighborhood school in kindergar-
ten, but several years later, her family 
remained so appreciative of the services 
she had received at our school that they 
said they wanted to give something 
back. So they started the Kilwins Ice 
Cream Run and named Clarke School 
as beneficiary.” 

The seventh annual Kilwins Ice Cream 
Run will take place on Saturday, March 
30 at the St. Johns Town Center. The 5k 
is a timed event using a gun start with 
timing provided by Ultimate Racing.

Holly Donohoe hails from Ottawa, 
Canada, but loves living and being 
a business owner in Mandarin. Her 
path to the present was circuitous, but 
all of her life experiences built upon 
each other to bring her where she is 
today. She earned a PhD in geography 
from the University of Ottawa and 
moved to Gainesville to become a pro-
fessor of tourism and leisure manage-
ment and marketing at the University 
of Florida. She was well qualified for 
this position, having already travelled 
the world (“every continent except 
Antarctica”) with her international 
marketing company and giving lec-
tures to large audiences about leisure 
development and destination market-
ing. At one point she worked with the 
Chinese government, developing their 
leisure industry. 

A scary and long term bout with 
Lyme disease made her readjust her 
priorities and now she lives in Man-
darin with husband Jan Lindahl and 
a blended family of three teenagers. 
She owns and operates Vintage Arts, 
a boutique featuring “extraordinary 
decor and curiosities” on San Jose 
Boulevard.

Q: How did you contract Lyme disease 
and how are you now?
A: I specialized in nature-based tour-
ism with my destination marketing 
company and in 2006 I was bitten 
by a tick and contracted the disease. 
I wasn’t diagnosed until I was in 
Gainesville five years later, but by then 

my health was 
declining quickly. 
The treatment 
was brutal and 
required multiple 
surgeries and 
time off work. I 
suffered a major relapse in 2016 during 
which I took early retirement from 
UF to focus on my health and new 
marriage. I took two years off and my 
health today is good, although I will al-
ways struggle with the threat of another 
relapse as well as the permanent effects 
from the disease.

Q: How did you meet your husband?
A: We met when I started to feel bet-
ter after my first treatment for Lyme 
disease. We met online and had a 
whirlwind romance. He liked that I 
was a published artist (favorite medium 
is acrylic on large canvas) as well as 
an entrepreneur. He really wanted to 
support my creative side and we started 
participating in art shows, including 
the Mandarin Art Festival, together. We 
married in 2015.

Q: How did you start Vintage Arts?
A: While I was home recovering from 
my relapse, I spent a lot of time deco-
rating our family’s new, blended home 
with interesting pieces. Jan and I dis-
covered that we loved to go antiquing 
together. Many friends and my hus-
band encouraged me to do design work 
and it took off from there. We got into 
retail because it was something enjoy-
able that we can both do together. We 

opened Vintage Arts and the thing we 
love the most about it is not just that 
we are offering goods and services, but 
it’s a place where the community can 
gather. It’s like we are hosting a never-
ending dinner party.

Q: What is a typical day like?
A:  It’s challenging to balance life and 
work, but the store gives me a reason 
to get out of bed every day and do 
something I’m passionate about. On a 
typical day, I’m either at the store or at 
my home office with my two assis-
tants: Noble, a miniature poodle and 
Minou, a bichon. Both are rescues. 
Also, we feel strongly about support-
ing arts in the community and we just 
expanded to offer classes by creative 
local instructors. I also teach art classes 
in our studio.

Q: What do you like most about living in 
Mandarin?
A: The natural environment, the trees 
… they inspire me. The community’s 
history fascinates me and makes me 
feel like I am a part of a bigger story.
