One story stands out in Anna Pirgousis’ 
mind that best illustrates the heart of her 
16-year-old son Zander Laurin, the Ponte 
Vedra High School sophomore who died 
after being hit on AIA while 
jogging last year. Pirgousis 
asked Laurin when he was 
eight years old to name three 
gifts that he wanted for 
Christmas. 

“He was struggling to come 
up with that third gift,” 
said Pirgousis. “And then 
he came to us and said that 
he wanted to give a bike 
anonymously to a kid who 
had been bullying him because he knew 
that the family could not afford it. So, 
that’s what we did. We put a big bow on 
it and left it in their yard the night before 
Christmas.” 

A few days later, the same child rode the 
bike up to Laurin and Pirgousis at a park. 

“He started making fun of Zander’s bike, 
and all Zander said was ‘Hey, that’s a really 
cool bike,’” said Pirgousis. “It wasn’t who 
he was to say anything negative back to the 
boy. He believed in second chances and 
being kind in the face of adversity.” 

It is in that spirit of strength and giv-
ing that the Ponte Vedra Sharks Booster 
Club decided to create the Zander Laurin 
Pirgousis Memorial Scholarship to be 
awarded annually to one male and one fe-
male senior who has been accepted into an 

accredited college or university. The first 
recipients will be announced at the Ponte 
Vedra High School Senior Awards Night, 
scheduled for April 30, said Amy Pattison,

Club president. 
Pattison said 
she presented 
the memo-
rial scholarship 
to the board 
after learning

sity wrestler and a student with more than 
200 hours of volunteer service that he 
didn’t submit. He also participated in the 
Drama Club. Laurin was training at the 
time of his death for a tough field opera-
tion test in Iowa and was set to complete 
his Rescue Diver certification as well. The 
day Laurin was buried would have been 
the day he took over as battalion leader 
in the Sea Cadets, said Pirgousis. Laurin 
planned to attend the Citadel and to be-
come a canine handler in the Marines. 

Ponte Vedra High School junior Jack 
Hebert, a close friend of Zander’s, was so 
impacted by Laurin that he organized a 
Reindeer Run in December, raising and 
donating $1,000 to the scholarship fund 
in support of student athletes. 

“The reason that I wanted to do the run 
was to honor Zander and to keep the cher-
ished memories of him alive. Zander was 
a very close friend of mine and losing him 
so tragically has been extremely difficult 
for so many people,” said Hebert. 

Through Laurin’s belief in organ donation, 
a wish that was honored, and the memo-
rial scholarship, Pirgousis feels that her son 
and his dreams have taken on a new life 
and energy.

“The best way to honor him is by living 
the way that I taught him to live and to 
touch the lives of other kids through the 
scholarships. I can choose to harness this 
energy and create good from it,” Pirgousis 
said.

Q: Last month, we discussed some of 
the bills that you were sponsoring. With 
the recent end of the 2020 Legislative 
Session, can you give an update on these 
bills?
A: My House Bill 577 and HB 1081, 
concerning coordinated specialty 
care, were included with some excel-
lent suicide prevention programs and 
other really good provisions relating to 
substance abuse and mental health in 
Senate Bill 7012. Additions included 
creation of a first responder suicide 
deterrent task force and an expansion of 
the statewide office of suicide preven-
tion. This new bill will be sent to the 
governor.

My physical therapy bill, which up-
dates the practice’s statutes and allows 
them to have a non-narcotic option for 
soft tissue pain and increased mobility 
which is allowed in 33 states, is now on 
its way to the governor’s desk.

My bill to establish the state Office of 
Resiliency ran out of time in the legis-
lature. The governor had appointed a 
State Officer of Resiliency a few months 
ago and once she began her work, we 
wanted to make the position permanent 
and bring in coordination statewide. 
But the coronavirus and uncertainty 
of the economy slowed the bill. I don’t 
think the resilience work has stopped, I 
just think attention has been diverted at 
this time.

Q: What were some other noteworthy bills 
that were passed?
A: A bill to allow student athletes to 
make money off their name and image 
passed. It requires the athlete to attend 
financial literacy classes and would 
be effective July 2021. Hopefully, the 
NCAA will react with a ruling on this 
issue of its own by then.

There was also a revision to the peer spe-
cialist bill, which will allow more people 
to serve by revising disqualifying criteria 
in state statutes.

Q: Can you give us a budget update?
A: This year’s budget at $93 billion is 
the largest ever passed and it includes 
the most reserves — approximately $4 
billion — necessary due to economic 
uncertainty. Some highlights include 3 
percent pay increases for all state em-
ployees, including teachers, along with 
funds for Everglades restoration, water 
quality and land conservation. Alyssa’s 
Law, which requires panic button 
alarms be installed in all schools, passed. 
Additional pay enhancements will be 
made for the state’s child protection 
team and the department of corrections.

As tax savings measures for Floridians, 
we approved two sales tax holidays, Aug. 
7 – Aug. 9 for back to school items and 
May 29 – June 4 for disaster supplies. 
Overall, I think we have a good budget 
for Floridians with broad consensus.

During the spring and summer months, 
many Floridians spend a lot of time 
outdoors tending to lawns and gardens. 
The St. Johns River Water Manage-
ment District’s year-long “Water Less” 
campaign focuses on water-conserving 
strategies to help curb outdoor water 
waste while still letting you enjoy a 
beautiful, vibrant landscape.

During the cooler months, we promot-
ed ways to reduce outdoor irrigation 
while plants and grass were dormant. 
As spring approaches, the Water Less 
campaign emphasizes taking control of 
your sprinkler system to make it work 
for you while also saving water. 

If you water your lawn and landscape, 
you can reduce the amount of water 
you use with a well-designed irrigation 
system and regular maintenance. 

Changing the clocks to Daylight Saving 
Time is an ideal reminder to inspect 
your automatic sprinkler system and 
timer. To make sure you don’t just set it 
and forget it, here are a few quick tips:

Check timing devices regularly to make 
sure they are operating properly. 

Ensure your system is set to follow 

watering restrictions, if you need to 
water at all. (Odd number addresses, 
those ending with N – Z, or no ad-
dress should water on Wednesday and 
Saturday; even number addresses or 
those ending with A – M should water 
on Thursday and Sunday; and non-
residential addresses should water on 
Tuesday and Friday.)

Florida law requires that all automatic 
irrigation systems installed after May 
1991 have a functioning rain sensor 
shut-off switch which senses when a 
preset amount of rain has fallen.

Install the most water efficient spray 
heads designed for different uses (turf 
areas, planting beds, etc.).

Fix any broken or misdirected sprinkler 
heads. 

Check that water is only spraying on the 
landscape.  

Look for leaks and clogs.

The CoronaVirus

There are more people living in the 
world today than have ever died. 

World War I was an exceptionally 
bloody affair, killing more than 20 
million. For four years death haunted 
the entrenched battlefields of Europe. 
In September and October of 1918, 
the final offenses on the Western 
Front would bring that war to a close. 
Those offenses were led by American 
troops at places like St. Mihiel and the 
Meuse-Argonne. During that second 
battle, Sgt. Alvin York became a hero 
for capturing 132 German soldiers 
single-handedly. He took on a machine 
gun nest with his rifle and when he ran 
out of ammo, he shot six more with 
his pistol before the remainder sur-
rendered. “A higher power than man 
guided and watched over me and told 
me what to do,” he announced at his 
Medal of Honor ceremony.

At roughly the same time, the City 
of Philadelphia held a Liberty Bond 
parade down Broad Street. In Philadel-
phia, citizens delighted as they watched 
the long processions of marching bands 
and floats, interspersed with recent 
enlistees who would never see combat. 
What the throngs of spectators did not 
know was that they were at a greater 
risk of death than many of the soldiers 
in Europe.

The Spanish Flu pandemic of 1918 – 
1920 was the worst pandemic of the 
last 100 years. The Flu, helped along 
by a lack of understanding of epide-

miology and armies of soldiers return-
ing home from the close quarters of 
the battlefield, infected a third of the 
world’s population and killed around 
40 – 50 million. In the end, the Span-
ish Flu pandemic would kill more 
people than died in combat during 
the War. The death total in the United 
States was approximately 675,000. 

Back in Philadelphia, the Flu had just 
arrived. It spread like wildfire through 
the exuberant crowd. Within a week 
4,500 of them would be dead. Hos-
pitals were overflowing. There was an 
extreme shortage of nurses. The city’s 
director of public health called out for 
“Nurses, more Nurses, and yet more 
Nurses,” to tend to the sick and dying. 
A total of 12,000 would die within six 
weeks — so many deaths that many 
were buried in mass graves. 

At the time, the medical community 
thought they were combatting a bacte-
rial disease. It was only later that we 
realized influenza is a virus. But the 
lessons learned in Philadelphia still 
guide and haunt us today. The lesson 
was to keep people apart. It is why our 
medical leaders are embracing “social 
distancing.”

The Virtual Caregiver Support Group, 
launched last summer, gives caregivers the 
opportunity to bridge the social distance 
gap by using today’s technology such as 
iPads, cell phones, desk or laptop comput-
ers. The support group members “meet” 
face to face in the comfort of their own 
homes using their device and an easy-to-
use video conferencing app.

“This technology has allowed us to con-
nect in a convenient way,” said Alina C. a 
support group participant. “Surprisingly 

there’s an intimacy that 
comes from being virtual-
ly face-to-face without the 
hassle of trying to attend 
an in-person meeting. It 
also allows for continued 
commitment to par-
ticipate because you don’t 
have to drive anywhere.”

The group consists of 10 
to 12 participants who 
meet once a week for 
60 to 90 minutes. The 
sessions are facilitated by 
a skilled moderator who 
guides the participants 

through their conversations. Caregivers 
need to have internet access, a computer 
device and the video conferencing app. 
Participants are given instructions on how 
to download and use the free app. 

“In such a short time, we’ve had terrific 
success with the Virtual Support Group,” 
said Louise Starmann, group facilitator 
and licensed clinical social worker. “The 
individuals who participated in the first 
group felt less isolated and loved creating 
these friendships with people who truly 
understood.”

Q: What effect did the coronavirus have on 
the budget process?
A: Late in the budget process we had to 
reevaluate and try to make sure we had 
Florida covered in light of the economic 
uncertainty due to the coronavirus. It’s 
important to note that we have real-
time budgeting in Florida. The state 
budget is funded based on the current 
year’s revenues (including sales taxes). 
For Florida, a hit to tourism could be 
significant, but there could also be a 
bright side in that we are largely a driv-
ing destination. It’s all still unclear at 
this point.

But importantly, the federal and state 
governments are focused on the needs 
of the people. In Florida, we have a 
combined $50 billion available between 
federal and state sources and our gov-
ernor has broad authority to act at this 
point. He can tap reserves and he can 
responsibly act with state and federal 
agencies and resources.

It’s important for us to be kind, patient 
and thoughtful at this time. We’re all in 
this together.

As the COVID-19 crisis continues to 
take hold of the world, Ponte Vedra 
Beach resident Olivia Estes has found 
a way to help in her own community. 
The Beaches Gymnastics owner noticed 
a group of children who needed extra 
food and supplies in the neighborhoods 
surrounding her business in South Jack-
sonville Beach. Estes, whose husband 
is active duty Navy in the Middle East 
for a year, posted a message on March 
13 to the 750 families on the Beaches 
Gymnastics VIP Parents Facebook page 
asking for donations. Within three 
hours, Estes raised $4,000. She has been 
serving the neighborhood children ever 
since March 15 with plans to continue 
as long as necessary. She purchased food 
and supplies, made 60 bagged lunches 
and has a staff member who lives in 
the area cooking hot meals on a daily 
basis and serving the food in her own 
home to the children. Estes said there is 
something powerful about a hot cooked 
meal. She added that this staff member, 
who has three children, is the real star of 
the group.

Estes is also using the money to buy 
food for families in need who have 
called her from Nocatee and other 
nearby areas. She just meets people in 
grocery store parking lots and delivers 
the donations. As money continues to 
be donated, Estes said her mission will 
continue with the strong support of her 
members and the community. Once it 
is no longer needed, all donations will 
be given to a local food bank and to a 
local elementary school in an effort to 
erase lunch debt. 

Q: What made you decide to help the 
children around your neighborhood? 
A: Whenever a crisis arises, the first thing 
you think about is who can you help? We 
are so blessed here with amazing members 
and a great staff. There are parents out 
there who are struggling with childcare, 
food and basic daily things that most of 
us take for granted. We are committed 
to make sure they have food for as long 
as they need it. We have such an incred-
ibly tight knit community. Ponte Vedra 
Beach and Jacksonville Beach families 
really came together and showed so much 
generosity. People call and Venmo me 
every day. People I do not even know. It 
has been so incredible, and I am just so 
grateful to the community. 

Q: What has been the response from the 
families that you have helped? 
A: The overall emotion is relief. It gives 
the kids comfort and a sense of normalcy. 
These kids are so great and so apprecia-
tive. It just takes one thing off the shoul-
ders of someone struggling, especially a 
single mom or anyone with a hardship. It 
removes that sense of fear. 

Q: Where are you from originally and where 
did you attend school? 
A: I was born in Jacksonville and raised in 
Ponte Vedra Beach and Neptune Beach. 
We moved to Alabama when I was school 
age, and I attended a boarding school 
called the Alabama School of Math and 
Science. I attended Birmingham Southern 
College, and then moved back to Ponte 
Vedra Beach in 2010. 

Q: Why did you decide to buy Beaches 
Gymnastics? 
A: I was supposed to take a job in ac-
counting, but then I realized that I could 
not sit in a cubicle all day. My real passion 

is gymnastics, and I have been involved 
with it since I was two years old. I actu-
ally started taking lessons in Jackson-
ville Beach at NancyDance Studio near 
Cinotti’s Bakery-Sandwich Shop before 
we moved to Alabama. I was coaching 
in Alabama, so this existing business 
(Beaches Gymnastics) felt 

like a natural fit. If you are someone 
who loves children, you get to see their 
growth, potential and share life lessons. 
We see children from age three to 18. 
The absolute best part of my job is to 
watch my members turn into totally dif-
ferent people and to grow. They grow up 
to be very disciplined and really to be the 
best humans. It is incredibly rewarding. 

Q: What is the most important lesson that 
you teach? 
A: Perseverance. Gymnastics is one of 
those sports where you have to try a 
thousand times before you succeed at a 
skill. We also follow the Character De-
velopment program “Powerful Words” 
by Dr. Robyn Silverman, a friend of 
mine. It is a system of personal develop-
ment tailored specifically for afterschool 
activities. This month’s word is “indomi-
table spirit” which seems so appropriate 
with everything going on in the world 
right now. Every month we focus on 
a different building block of character 
development. The parents, children and 
coaches focus on a common goal and 
work in tandem. We use worksheets bro-
ken down by age groups and use the “no 
quit never give up” attitude. We are still 
teaching our members through Facebook 
Live and holding staff meetings with 
our 16 staff members through Google 
Hangouts and Zoom. It is so important 
to keep everyone moving. Our priority is 
to also keep the members of our commu-
nity safe and to be socially responsible.

Born in November 2019, new 
jaguar cubs Rio and Diego were 
presented to the St. Augustine 
Wild Reserve from a jaguar con-
servation group. Deborah War-
rick, founder and CEO of the St. 
Augustine Wild Reserve, said she 
promised to use the two brothers 
for educational purposes, which 
is why she was allowed to take 
possession of these highly threat-
ened cats. There are only about 15,000 
jaguars left in the wild.

“Rio is our spotted jaguar, while Diego 
is our black jaguar, known as the mela-
nistic color phase, which occurs due to a 
genetic mutation,” Warrick said. “Such 
a mutation causes the fur and skin to 
contain large amounts of dark pigments. 
Black jaguars prefer rainforests, since 
the dark foliage enables them to blend 
into the dark shadows of the forest.”

Jaguars are normally found in South 
America, and also range through Texas 
and Arizona. Their spots are called 
rosettes, and appear to be “spots within 
spots.” They are the largest cat in the 
Americas, and are the third largest cat in 
the world, just under the tiger and lion; 
they can weigh as much as 250 pounds.

Jaguars love to swim, much like tigers. 
They fish in rivers and also capture large 
crocodilians, biting deeply into their 
skulls, delivering a killing bite. (Other 
cats kill by biting the necks of their 
prey.) They even dunk their tails into 
water sources, luring fish. The name 
“jaguar” originates from the Native 
American word “yajuar,” which means 
“he who kills with one leap.”

Warrick shared the following coronavi-
rus updates from the St. Augustine Wild 
Reserve:

including monetary donations. Our 
tour operation has diminished consider-
ably in the wake of this novel virus that 
is sweeping not just our nation, but the 
world.

Easy Minestrone Soup
1 tbsp. olive oil, plus more for serving
8-oz. can corn kernels, strained
2 tbsp. tomato paste
½ tsp. dried Italian seasoning
¼ tsp. dried oregano
1 quart chicken broth
1 14-oz. can diced tomatoes
¾  cup small-cut pasta, like elbows or 
small shells
1 14-oz. can cannellini or other white 
beans, strained
Salt and pepper to taste
1 14-oz. can cut green beans, strained

Heat oil in a medium soup pot over 
medium-high heat. Add the corn and 
cook until it starts to brown slightly, 
about 3 minutes. Add the tomato paste, 
and spices and cook, stirring constantly, 
until the tomato paste begins to darken 
in color, about 1 minute. Slowly whisk 
in the chicken broth until the paste is 
smooth and then incorporated into the 
liquid. Add the whole can of diced toma-
toes (including the liquid), and bring the 
mixture to a boil. Stir in the pasta and the 
white beans. Season with salt and pepper. 
Cook the pasta until al dente, 7 to 8 min-
utes, stirring in the green beans during 
the last 2 minutes. Serve in individual 
bowls with a little oil drizzled on top.

Yummy Applesauce Waffles
2 ½ cups all-purpose flour
2 tsp. baking powder
¾ tsp. baking soda
½ tsp. salt
1 ½ cups evaporated milk
½ cup applesauce
⅓ cup brown sugar
3 tbsp. vegetable oil
1 tsp. vanilla
Powdered sugar, ground cinnamon and 
maple syrup, for serving

Preheat the waffle iron. Whisk the flour, 
baking powder, baking soda and salt

together in a medium bowl. Whisk the 
evaporated milk, applesauce, brown sugar, 
oil, vanilla and ¾ cup water in a large 
bowl. Fold the dry ingredients into the 
wet, and stir until just combined. Allow 
the batter to rest at room temperature for 
5 minutes.
Ladle enough batter into the waffle iron 
to fill it to the edges, and cook until 
crispy and brown, 6 to 7 minutes. (You 
can tell the waffles are ready when very 
little steam comes out of the waffle iron.) 
Continue in batches until all the batter is 
used. Sprinkle with powdered sugar and 
cinnamon, and serve with maple syrup.

Corn and Black Bean Quesadillas
1 tsp. olive oil
1 clove garlic, minced
¼ small onion, chopped
¼ bell pepper (red, orange, or  yellow), 
chopped
15- oz. can black beans, drained and 
rinsed
1 ½ cups canned or thawed frozen corn 
½ tsp. cumin
1 tsp. chili powder
2 cups shredded cheddar cheese 
4 large flour tortillas

Heat olive oil in a large skillet over me-
dium high heat. Add the onion and bell 
pepper and saute for 1-2 minutes. Add 
garlic and saute for 30 seconds. Add black 
beans, corn, salsa, cumin and chili powder 
and stir to combine. 
Reduce heat. Melt a teaspoon of butter 
In another large skillet. Place one tortilla 
in the skillet. Add a sprinkle of cheese, 
followed by a heaping scoop of corn and 
bean mixture and spread into an even 
layer. Top with another sprinkle of cheese. 
Add a tortilla on top and cook until the 
cheese is almost melted and the bottom 
tortilla is golden. 
Use a large spatula to carefully flip the 
tortilla to the other side. Cook until 
cheese is melted and bottom tortilla is 
golden brown. 
Serve with salsa and sour cream.

Lisa Chartier endured three rounds of 

chemotherapy, a stem cell transplant 

and experimental CAR-T cell therapy 

after a Non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma di-

agnosis in January of 2017. The cancer 

returned three times, finally leaving her 

in remission six months ago. Eighty 

pounds lighter and very weak, Chartier, 

encouraged by a Dye Clay YMCA 

member, joined the support program 

for adult cancer survivors known as 

LIVESTRONG® at the YMCA in Au-

gust 2019 to begin her wellness path. 

“I had a lot of family and friends sup-

porting me, but to be in a group with 

other cancer survivors all in differ-

ent places and with different types of 

cancer — people who know what you 

have been through, know what you are 

thinking and what you are feeling — 

it really helps a lot,” said Chartier, a 

mother of four. “They get it.” 

Now the Ponte Vedra YMCA plans 

to launch the same national program 

this spring, said Charlie Chacos, Ponte 

Vedra and Nocatee Y District Executive 

Director. Chacos said that fundraising

Ponte Vedra High School junior Corey Udell met two families with missing children in 2017 during a charity event and found that no words of comfort seemed adequate. The experience inspired him to launch the BairFind Club his sophomore year — modeled after the BairFind Foun-dation, a national organization that places missing children signs at sport-ing events to get the public involved in the search. 

“It was heartbreaking to meet these fami-lies,” said Udell, also a Ponte Vedra High School baseball player. 
Udell met the families while volunteering at the “Enchanted Christmas Village,” an event held in Nocatee with proceeds go-ing to the BairFind Foundation. Dennis Bair, Bairfind founder/CEO and Udell’s middle school 

baseball coach, 
invited Udell to 
the event. 

“Corey Udell is 
an outstanding 
young man and 
all of his Bair-
Find Club mem-
bers are right 
there with him. 
They have taken 
it upon themselves to generate leads and tips in the search for Florida’s missing kids, and I cannot think of a higher calling than that,” said Bair. “Corey and his friends give us hope not only that the missing kids they feature will be found, but that there are good people and leaders among our next generation of youth.” 

Bair is a former minor league pitcher for the Chicago Cubs and partners with Minor League Baseball to place photos of missing children at stadiums across the country at no cost to the families. According to the BairFind Foundation website, 428 missing children were safely located out of the profiles featured by BairFind. Currently, there are signs in 152 baseball and basketball stadiums, generating 35 million views of missing 

child photos, according to the Jackson-ville-based BairFind Foundation. 
Udell takes a similar approach by placing his banner sign, which features the photos and bios of eight missing children, in hallways, classrooms and other high traffic areas. According to Udell, the missing children are mostly local or they could 

be from other areas 
of the state if there is reason to believe that they might be in St. 

Johns County.

When the club first 
formed, Udell said 
80 students signed 

up immediately. Udell credits the professional BairFind sign that was displayed at his club 
fair booth with one 
“Found” sticker on it. Udell raised $200 for the sign by hosting a 

youth summer baseball camp prior to his 
sophomore year. 

“It was very eye-catching, and it was very real,” said Udell. “It reminded everyone that this is real life. This is not like a game or a simulator. Putting a found sticker on the sign is the whole reason to have the club.” 

Now the BairFind Club consists of 100 members and includes two more high

schools — Nease and Titusville. And the club has organized a Car and Truck Show fundraiser on Saturday, April 4, from 5 p.m. – 9 p.m to benefit the BairFind Foundation, with a portion of the pur-chases supporting the PVHS BairFind Club and its efforts. Live music will be performed from 6 p.m. – 8 p.m. and the suggested donation is the purchase of one drawing ticket per person. The drawing tickets for prizes will be sold at the event, $5 per ticket or $20 for five tickets.

From a Teacher: Tips for home learning

Your kids are home from school for at 
least a month and you have been tasked 
to oversee their learning. Don’t panic! You 
can do it! As a veteran teacher of 27 years, 
I am going to help you with some of the 
tricks of the trade. 

How to begin: It is important to find a 
clean organized area for your child to 
work. The kitchen or dining room table 
is great because you can spread out. The 
kitchen counter will work too. Just make 
sure they are in an open area where you 
can supervise them and keep them on 
task. Teachers spend the first two weeks 
of school developing routines so that 
everything runs smoothly. You will need 
some ground rules. Have your child 
gather all their supplies in one place. 
Have them fill up their water bottle so 
they aren’t getting up every five minutes 
to get a drink. Together, write up a sched-
ule. Most likely your child can tell you 
what their schedule was like at school. Try 
to duplicate this at home. The length of 
your homeschool day should depend on 
your child and their learning pace. Focus 
on quality not quantity. 

A great online site that compiles many of 
the best learning websites in one place is: 
www.kidfriendlysearch.com This site was 
created by a St. Johns County technology 
teacher and is an amazing resource. The 
site is organized by subject area. There is 
even a section to practice typing skills. 

Another recommended website is www.
abcya.com. This site is organized by grade 
level (PreK through sixth grade). There 
are sections within each grade level for 
letters, numbers, strategies, and skills. 

You can practice most basic skills using 
this site.

If you want your child to practice their 
learning with paper and pencil, there is 
a site for that too. Teachers can’t create 
everything they do in their classroom. 
They often turn to other teachers for help. 
There are some really talented teachers 
who are willing to create units or themed 
activities and sell them. You do not have 
to be a teacher to access this site. There 
is an option to search for free items too. 
Visit www.teacherspayteachers.com and 
search by grade level and subjects. Just 
download, print and go. This is a great 
resource for younger students who still 
need to work on skills that require paper 
and pencil. 

The last resource I want to share with you 
is by far my favorite. Using your St. Johns 
County library card, you can download 
apps that allow you to instantly borrow 
digital movies, music, ebooks, magazines 
and more. When you visit the site https://
sjcpls.org/ look under the eLibrary tab 
at the top for the directions to access it 
all. This is a safe way for your child to 
access all the books they could possibly 
want to read. The best part .... it’s free! If 
your child is not a big reader, start with a 
magazine or anything that captures their 
interests or imagination.

Remember parents, we are in this to-
gether. The teachers are missing your child 
and look forward to the day they are back 
together in the classroom. If you need 
help, reach out to your child’s teacher; I 
know they would be happy to assist.

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Crossword puzzles are an integral com-
ponent of newspapers. In addition to 
their entertainment quality, crossword 
puzzles can help improve cognition and 
brain health in individuals of all ages.

The first known crossword puzzle to 
be published was created by a British 
journalist named Arthur Wynne, who is 
often credited as the inventor of cross-
words. The first puzzle appeared in the 
New York World on Dec. 21, 1913. The 
original crossword was diamond-shaped 
and did not feature the familiar black 
squares.

Throughout the 1920s, crossword 
puzzles became a standard offering in 
many newspapers. During this period, 
puzzle shapes evolved to the more famil-
iar form, and certain puzzle standards 
were established. Puzzles now appearing 
in most North American newspapers 
and magazines feature solid areas of 
white squares. Each letter is usually part 
of both an “across” word and a “down” 
word, and usually each answer must 
contain at least three letters. In these 
puzzles, shaded squares are typically 
limited to about one-sixth of the total.

It is estimated that around 50 million 
people in America routinely partake in 
crossword puzzles. Each year, one best-
of-the-best is crowned in the American 
Crossword Puzzle Tournament.

Here are some tips that can help im-
prove your crossword-puzzling skills:

• Practice. A lot. Practice makes perfect, 
even with crossword puzzles. Start with 
simple puzzles and work up to the more 
difficult ones.

• Divide and conquer. Divide the puzzle 
into smaller sections and complete each 
cluster before moving on. It’s easier than 
completing all of the across or down 
clues.

• Watch “Jeopardy.” Puzzles used to be 
comprised largely of definitions, but 
they now incorporate just about every 
subject. Improving general knowledge 
and perhaps watching trivia shows can 
help with puzzle completion.

• Learn repeat offenders. Over time you 
may recognize certain words appear 
in puzzle after puzzle. You’ll soon be 
able to match the clues to these repeat 
words.

• Familiarize yourself with multiple 
word meanings. Remember to think 
like a puzzle creator, who is probably 
trying to stump you. The word “flower” 
may not imply the blooming plant. It 
may represent something that “flows.”

• Take a break. Taking a few moments 
to step away from the puzzle before 
returning to it can clear the mind and 
make answers more apparent.

Discover Abingdon, Virginia and the Crooked Road   Travel
“Virginia is for Lovers” ranks as one of 
the most successful tourism campaigns 
of all time. The 
Old Domin-
ion, however, 
entices more 
than roman-

The Barter began in the 
Great Depression, taking vegetables lo-
cals couldn’t sell in exchange for laughs. 
Milk, eggs, and livestock turned ham 
to Hamlet (vice versa for the equally 
struggling cast). It’s cash or credit cards 
today, but folks still leave in fine spirits. 

After a Barter performance, walk across 
the street to stay at, or at least visit, the 

Martha Washington Inn 
and Spa. The historic 
hotel, originally built as 
a residence for a large 
family, became a school 
and in 1935, a hotel. 
Renovated and updated, 
it maintains a colonial 
atmosphere and fine 
antiques blended with 
modern amenities. You’ll 
want to spend time at 

the Martha, not just sleep there. The 
parlor 
begs 
with an 
afternoon 
tea setting 
and the 
library 
calls oth-
ers to curl 
up and 
read. The 
mani-
cured 
grounds make for a relaxing stroll. 

Where do you eat? Join those who’ve 
been doing so since 1779 at The Tavern. 
One of the oldest surviving restaurants, 
it also served as a Civil War hospital. 
If you are into ghosts ask the owner to 
give you a peek in the attic. The initials 
carved into the wall are real, but are 

the ghosts? Abingdon’s Haint 
Mistress offers ghost tours of the 
city and claims there are many 
scattered about town. 

Not far from the Tavern lies a 
scenic rails to trails path, the 
Virginia Creeper Trail, great for 
biking, hiking, walking or horse-
back riding. You can rent a cycle 
and ride over to the Abingdon 
Vineyards to quench your thirst. 
Don’t miss the small Visitor Center 
next to the train. Inside you’ll find some 
O. Winston Link’s black and white 
photographs; he’s considered the Ansel 

Adams of train photography. 
Hear stories about the lengthy 
endeavors he took to set up a 
shot- before the days of strobe 
lights and digital cameras. 

For a real treat, drive over to 
the Southwestern Cultural 
Heritage Center for a free blue-
grass concert. But hang on to 
your wallet — this place will 
make you want to redecorate 

your house.

are displayed. I challenge you to leave 
without buying at least a small gift 
for someone. The variety and quality 
are outstanding, and there’s also local 
Virginia specialties like smoked hams, 
peanuts, jams, pickles and wine. I hon-
estly have never been to a visitor center 
as spectacular as this one. 

Abingdon and the SW Cultural Center 
sit on The Crooked Road, a 300-mile 
trail dedicated to musical heritage 
within the state. Nearby Bristol of-
fers the Birthplace of Country Music 
Museum. You can also visit the Carter 
Family Fold for programs of Old Time 
and bluegrass music on weekends.
