Over the last 17 years,
the No. 8 hole has yielded the
fewest number of birdies on the
course and ranks as the fourth
toughest hole.

Policies

of players, volunteers, officials
or spectators;

- Distracting a player or any
disruption of play;

- Behavior that is unruly, disrup-
tive, unsafe or illegal in nature;

- Failing to follow the instruc-
tion of a championship official,
volunteer or security personnel.

Mobile Device Policy

- Devices must be on silent at all
times; flash may not be used.

- Devices may be used to
capture video, audio and photos
(content) in all areas throughout
tournament week.

- Content may be used for
personal purposes (e.g, personal
social media); no commercial use.
- No live streaming or real-time
coverage (e.g., no shot-by-shot
coverage).
