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Girls’ flag football league

Lanza said the new girls’ league started
practices two times a week in November
and started playing games the first week-
end in December. The players range in

age from nine to 11 years old and games
are held at Plantation Park on Saturday
mornings. After a two week break for
the holidays at the end of December, the
girls will resume play in early January.
The season will end with division cham-

pionships at the end of January.

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Q: Can you share any insight on the
proposed First Coast Energy develop-
ment at the corner of State Road 13
and Otoes Place?

A: I have heard from a number of
residents about this project. This
particular project will not come before
the Board of County Commissioners,
because what the developer has applied
to build is allowed by right. Our staff,
at the direction of a consensus by the
Board of County Commissioners, is still
making requests of the developer to try
to make the project more compatible
with the neighborhood. At issue for a
lot of people are the mature trees in the
median of Otoes Place, which provide

a special entrance to a small neighbor-
hood. This is a public right of way and
the question is, does the developer have
the right to take down some of these
trees in order to make a second entrance
to their property? Our Land Develop-
ment Code recommends two entrances,
but that doesn’t mean we have to agree
to it. So, our staff is trying to steer the
developer into being a good neighbor. I
think it’s all of our desire for First Coast
Energy to do whatever they can do to be
a good neighbor.

Q: What is the construction that will
soon be taking place on Race Track

Road? And how is the Longleaf Pine
Parkway construction coming along?

A: On Race Track Road, we are extend-
ing the turn lane for westbound traffic
to turn onto Veterans Parkway. Current-
ly, the turn lane backs up and spills into
what should be a through lane. We des-
perately need the 1,000 feet longer turn
land to improve trafhic flow on Race
Track Road. The construction is due to
start on Dec. 18 and, weather pending,

be completed in 30 days. These dates
were selected in an effort to make the
period as convenient as possible with no
school traffic for part of the time.

On Longleaf Pine Parkway, construction
to add an extra lane and basically double
the capacity of the road is coming along
quickly now. The construction should
be finished by the end of calendar year
2024. This is an example of good plan-
ning, since when the road was originally
built, proper right of way was already
acquired, so when it came time to ex-
pand, they just had to turn dirt.

Q: Can you comment on the Memo-
randum of Understanding between
the county and Twin Creeks Develop-
ment Associates, LLC as pertains to
the widening of County Road 210

in front of the Beachwalk neighbor-
hood?

A: The community has seen us holding
the developer accountable for the past
two years and at long last the developer
has agreed to sign this Memorandum
of Understanding, which provides for
the final part of widening of County
Road 210 to six lanes. It is important
to note that the developer will be pay-
ing for this widening as he was obli-

gated to do.

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Q: Can you give us the basic infor-
mation for homestead exemption in
Florida?

A: Between now and March 1, it is time
for qualifying homeowners to file for
homestead exemption. To qualify, you
must have owned the property as of Jan.
1, 2024 and occupied it as your pri-
mary residence. Evidence of this is your
Florida driver’s license with that address.
You may not claim or be eligible to claim
a homeowner’s tax exemption in Florida
or any other state.

Q: Why is it important to apply for
homestead exemption?

A: It’s important because it reduces your
property’s taxable value by $50,000 —
which can result in a savings of approxi-
mately $650 for the average homeowner
in St. Johns County. It also sets the base
for the 3 percent “Save our Homes” cap,
which limits the assessed value of your
home from rising more than 3 percent
per year. For the past couple years, we
have seen property value increases that
are higher than this cap.

Q: How should a homeowner file for

with St. Johns County Property Appraiser

homestead exemption?

A: Homeowners can file in person in our
office or online at www.sjcpa.gov. Pres-
ently, about 65 percent of homeowners
are filing online, compared to about 10
percent just four years ago.

Q: Are there other exemptions?

A: There are many different and specific
exemptions designed to provide tax
relief to certain homeowners. Examples
include exemptions for widow/widow-
ers, totally and permanently disabled
veterans or first responders, those who
are blind or have other permanent
disability, deployed service members,
surviving spouses of first responders, and
low income seniors. Please call our office
for more information if you think any of
these might apply to you.

Q: What is the most important thing

to remember?

A: It is mandatory that you apply for
any exemption by March 1. Even if you
qualify, if you don’t apply for it — we
can’t grant the exemption. Florida Stat-

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Q: Can you give some background on
your agency’s Property Crimes Unit?

A: They are truly the unsung heroes of
our organization. This unit currently

has one working sergeant, two working
corporals and seven detectives. With the
new budget, we plan to add two addi-
tional detectives and a sergeant with the
goal of making two full units, one serv-
ing the north part of the county and one
for the south. Two of these detectives

are subject matter experts in financial
crimes. In addition to felony and misde-
meanor theft, this unit works cases in ag-
riculture, arson, burglary (both residen-
tial and commercial), criminal mischief

with St. Johns County Sheriff Rob Hardwick

(vandalism), crimes against the elderly,
counterfeiting, racketeering, credit card
crimes, impersonation, vehicle theft, and
especially right now, retail theft. We've
seen a 70 percent increase in retail theft,
mostly due to the increase our county
has seen in retail establishments.

Q: Do you have any statistics to share?

A: In 2021, 2,792 total property crimes
were reported with the top three areas
being some type of theft, fraud, and
burglary. In 2022, we saw an 18 per-
cent increase in total property crimes to
3,305 reported. The top three categories
remained the same. So far in 2023, total

property crimes are 3,267, but the top
three categories have changed to now
include retail theft (under $750) as the
third highest category. This year, of the
total property crimes reported, 464 were
assigned to a detective for follow up; 265
cases are still active as of this date, and
60 cases were cleared by arrest.

Q:What else do the Property Crimes

Unit detectives work on?

A: In addition to working active cases,
the detectives take on lots of proactive
activities, including following up with
unlicensed contractors, working on mail
fraud, and working with loss prevention
specialists in specific retail stores.

Q: What are some of the big cases that

this unit has solved?

A: There are a number of them including
the extortion and threat to kill a promi-

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nent business owner, three major RICO
cases involving contractor frauds with
hundreds of victims, and the arrest of a
major ring of South American burglary
suspects who had been operating all over
the US — but we caught them here. We
also arrested two suspects in a massive
mail theft ring and recovered $242,000
of the $382,000 lost in a romance scam
that we were able to return to the victim.

A: Don't hesitate to call us if you see
something suspicious. If you see some-
thing, say something,.

Also, remember to secure your valuables
and lock your doors. Remove your fire-
arms from your vehicles and lock your
car doors at night.

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Q: Does your office work with the
area school districts for educational
resources for students?

A: T have just finished meeting individu-
ally with all of the superintendents of
schools in our district (the 7th Judicial
Circuit), including St. Johns County
Superintendent Tim Forson and School
Board Chair Beverly Slough, about a new
initiative to educate students and parents,
prevent crime, and empower students to
learn about what we do at the State At-
torney’s Office for possible careers.

Q: With regards to education, what

ideas do you have?

A: I'd like to make sure students
understand the consequences of bad
judgment and crime, to include threats
of violence, bomb threats, hoaxes, gun
violence, dating violence, and online
bullying. We want students to know
that if they engage in any of these activi-
ties, there’s a strong chance they will be
tried as an adult — with adult conse-
quences. As far as some of the threats,
kids who do them often think, “I was
just kidding,” but it is not a joke and we
do charge students. We're hopeful to get
some kids into the courtroom to see real

with State Attorney, 7th Judicial Circuit,

time sentencing proceedings as well as
utilize video from court proceedings in
the school curriculum. Employees from
my office can also come and speak at
PTO meetings to parents. All of this is
in an effort to try to prevent kids from
making bad decisions and hopefully

prevent crime.

Q: From a more positive aspect, what
ideas do you have to empower stu-
dents on a career path?

A: Our office encompasses many differ-
ent professions, from paralegals to law
enforcement to attorneys. I'd like to set
up externships for students interested in
any of these career paths. We could have
students who are interested in the law,
for instance, attend trials to see what it’s
like in the courtroom.

Q: What will happen next?

A: The next step is for a joint meeting
with all of the school district superin-
tendents and representatives and me. At
that time, we can come up with a col-
laborative and comprehensive approach,
as well as a name for the initiative. I
think this is very timely and I'm very
excited to see this through.

Q: What construction updates do you
have this month?

A: We've agreed to the financing for
the next two schools that will be under
construction, the ones in Silverleaf and
Nocatee set to open in 2026. In the
spring, we will bond up to $170 mil-
lion for these two schools. This doesn’t
include a land purchase and is just for
construction costs.

For the schools set to open in 2024

It will be multi-phased, likely
over about three years, and potential
programs to be offered will be early
childhood and welding. The first
thing that will be done is external re-
pairs to harden the building and then
the inside renovations.

Q: What's the latest legislative up-
date?

A: The Florida Legislature has complet-
ed committee meetings in advance of
session, which begins on Jan. 9. There
are three deregulation in education bills
in the Senate that we are supportive of,
but the House hasn't taken them up as
of yet. So it remains to be seen.

Q: Can you shed any light on the
recently released school grades?

A: We are very well pleased with our
school grades. This is the first year with
new standards, so it is a benchmark
year. In the four academic areas we
scored more points than any other dis-
trict in the state and the gap continues
to grow. This is due to excellent teach-
ers, focused students, and committed
parents. We have no “D” schools and
several of our schools increased a letter
grade. The St. Johns County School
District remains an “A” district as we
have been every year since the inception
of grading.

There was one school district ranked
ahead of us. This school district has
approximately 2,000 students and they
excelled at graduation rate and certifica-
tions in career and technical education,
both of which are awarded acceleration
points in the grading process.

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I thought I was going to Bristol, Ten-
nessee, but upon arrival, I realized the
city lies within two states. The state
borders of Tennessee and Virginia run
down the middle of State Street. You
can stand with one foot in the Volun-
teer State and the other in the Old Do-
minion. Rather fun! I also found the
famous lighted Bristol Sign across from
the railroad station proclaiming Bristol
“A Good Place To Live.” The sign has

been in place since 1915.

Those who watched Ken Burn’s
documentary “Country Music” will be
drawn to Bristol to learn more about
the official Birthplace of Country
Music. Back in 1927, a Victor Talking
Machine music producer went to Bris-
tol to record artists performing their
songs. These recordings, known as the
Bristol Sessions, were not recorded on
multiple tracks with numerous takes
but captured in real time into one mi-

crophone. The Birthplace of Country
Music Museum, a Smithsonian affili-
ate, tells the story of these famous and
groundbreaking “Sessions.” A superb
introductory film explains how these
recordings brought country music into
mainstream households and catapulted
the Carter Family and Jimmie Rodg-
ers to fame. The attraction showcases
interactive exhibits, a working radio
station, fascinating memorabilia, the-
ater experiences, and video clips. Plan
to spend half a day having fun with
the hands-on displays and take a turn
recording a song in a sound room.

The city keeps its connection to coun-
try music, mountain music, old-time,
bluegrass, gospel, and blues with an

annual music reunion every September.

The Bristol Rhythm and Roots Music
Festival attracts thousands who come
to listen to performances on 10 differ-
ent stages around town. For three days,

the streets are closed to traffic, and
people stroll along enjoying top artists.

If you are a NASCAR fan, you will
know of another crowd-pleaser, the
Bristol Motor Speedway. The popular
race track hosts two major races each
year, plus multiple events at the Bristol
Dragway, one of NHRA’s best venues.

For a change of pace, head to Bris-

tol Caverns and take an invigorating
underground tour of sublime rock for-
mations. An underground river carved
the beautiful caverns some 200 million
years ago. Be sure to wear non-slippery
shoes and plan on constant year-round
temperatures between 50 and 60 de-
grees F

I stayed at the Hotel Bristol, far
above what I expected, and one of
the most excellent hotels ever. The
place makes ideal overnight lodging
for a road trip. The former Reynolds
building was turned into a bou-
tique hotel. They kept the Roman
arched entryway and provide over-
sized rooms, luxury bathrooms, and
dreamy beds. The hotel restaurant
surpasses your needs, and the rooftop
bar naturally serves barrel-aged Ten-
nessee whiskeys.

While in Bristol, consider lunch at the
Burger Bar, a classic 1942 diner with
some original décor. Another lunch-
time choice is Bloom, a woman-owned
business that’s become a favorite down-
town eatery.

For dinner, don’t miss Union 41, a
converted bus station offering culinary
delights from the award-winning Chef
T of the Food Network. Again, the

quality and presentation of my meal
blew me away, and, of course, there
was live country music.

Bristol is part of The Crooked Road,

a 300-mile trail dedicated to musical
heritage. The trail winds through 19
counties, four cities, and more than 50
towns. It includes nine major venues
and more than 60 affiliated venues
and festivals. Carrie Beck, director of
the trail, says, “The venues and musi-
cians of the region are truly unique and
bring musical traditions to the visitors
and their communities. It’s authentic-
ity at its best.”
